4. SETUP INSTRUCTIONS



1. Connect Input Source: Connect your HDMI input source (e.g., computer, media player) to the "HDMI INPUT"
port on the video wall controller using a high-quality HDMI cable.

2. Connect Displays: Connect your four HDMI display units (e.g., TVs, monitors) to the four "HDMI OUTPUT"
ports on the controller using HDMI cables. Ensure each display is powered on.

3. Connect Power: Plug the 12V power adapter into the "DC/12V" port on the controller, then connect the
adapter to a power outlet. Important: Ensure the 12V power adapter is connected to prevent voltage instability
and potential screen flickering issues.

4. Power On: The controller will power on automatically once connected to power.

5. Initial Configuration: Use the "MODE" button on the controller or the remote control to select the desired
splicing mode (e.g., 2x2, 1x4). Refer to the "Operating Instructions" section for more details on mode selection.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1. Front Panel Controls

IR: Infrared receiver for the remote control.

Led: Power/Status indicator light.

Audio: Button to cycle through audio modes or settings.

Mode: Button to cycle through different splicing modes (e.g., 2x2, 1x4).

Power Button: To turn the device on or off.

5.2. Remote Control Operation

ATTR+/- and VAL+/-: Used for fine-tuning image attributes and values (e.g., brightness, contrast).

Reset: Resets settings to default.

5.3. Splicing Modes

The controller supports various display configurations:

Supported Splicing Configurations

Mode Description Example Use Case

2x2
Splits the image into 4 equal parts, displayed on a 2x2 grid of
screens.

Standard video wall, home theater.

2x1 Splits the image across 2 screens horizontally. Extended desktop, narrow display.

3x1 Splits the image across 3 screens horizontally.
Panoramic display, information
board.

4x1 Splits the image across 4 screens horizontally. Ultra-wide display, digital signage.

1x2 Splits the image across 2 screens vertically.
Vertical signage, portrait mode
content.

1x3 Splits the image across 3 screens vertically. Tall information displays.

1x4 Splits the image across 4 screens vertically. Full-height digital posters.

To select a mode, press the corresponding button on the remote control or cycle through modes using the "Mode"
button on the front panel. Note: This device does not support image rotation. For vertical displays (1x2, 1x3, 1x4),
ensure your input source provides content already oriented for portrait mode.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING



Common Issues and Solutions

Problem Possible Cause Solution

No signal on
displays / Black
screen

Loose HDMI cables,
incorrect input selection,
power issue.

Ensure all HDMI cables are securely connected to both
the controller and displays.

Verify the input source is active and sending a signal.

Check if the 12V power adapter is properly connected
and providing power.

Try a different HDMI cable or input source to rule out
cable/source issues.

Screen flickering
or unstable image

Insufficient power, faulty
cable, incompatible
resolution.

Ensure the 12V power adapter is securely connected and
functioning correctly.

Use high-quality HDMI cables.

Verify input resolution is within supported range
(1920x1080P 24/30/50/60Hz or below).

Remote control
not working

Dead batteries, IR sensor
blocked, remote
malfunction.

Replace AAA batteries in the remote control.

Ensure no obstructions between the remote and the
controller's IR sensor.

Point the remote directly at the IR sensor on the front of
the controller.

Incorrect splicing
mode / Image
distortion

Wrong mode selected,
input resolution mismatch.

Press the "Mode" button on the controller or the specific
mode button on the remote to select the correct splicing
configuration.

Ensure your input source resolution matches the
expected output for the chosen splicing mode.

Blue tint or
incorrect colors

Cable issue, display
settings, unit malfunction.

Try a different HDMI cable.

Check color settings on your connected displays.

If the issue persists, contact customer support.
