SETUP

1. Charging the Headphones

OPERATING THE HEADPHONES

Controls

The multi-function button and other controls are conveniently located on the ear cups for easy access.

Power On/Off: Press and hold the power button.

Play/Pause Music: Press the multi-function button once.

Answer/End Call: Press the multi-function button once.

Reject Call: Press and hold the multi-function button.

Volume Up/Next Track: Press the '+' button for volume up, or press and hold for next track.

Volume Down/Previous Track: Press the '-' button for volume down, or press and hold for previous
track.

Activate Voice Assistant: Press the multi-function button twice.
BASS Boost: Press the dedicated BASS boost button for enhanced bass.

o Cannot Pair: Make sure Bluetooth is enabled on your device and the headphones are in pairing
mode. If already paired, try unpairing and re-pairing the device.

¢ No Sound: Check the volume levels on both your headphones and the connected device. Ensure the
headphones are correctly paired.

o Poor Sound Quality: Ensure the headphones are within Bluetooth range of your device. Avoid
obstacles that may interfere with the signal.

« Microphone Issues: Ensure the microphone is not obstructed. Check your device's settings to
confirm the correct microphone input is selected.
