KeyStep 37 combines a flexible keybed with advanced features such as multiple arpeggiator modes, a polyphonic
step-sequencer, and an enhanced Chord mode. Its comprehensive connectivity options allow integration with
various musical setups, including MIDI over USB, traditional MIDI in/out, analog sync in/out, and CV pitch, gate, and
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modulation connections.

2.2. Initial Connection

The KeyStep 37 offers multiple connectivity options to integrate with your studio setup:

o USB: Connect the KeyStep 37 to your computer using the provided USB cable for both power and MIDI
communication.

o MIDI In/Out: Use standard 5-pin MIDI cables to connect to external MIDI hardware.
¢ Analog Sync In/Out: Connect to other analog gear for synchronized clock and transport.

e CV Outputs: Utilize the Mod, Gate, and Pitch CV outputs to control modular synthesizers and other CV-
compatible instruments.

« Sustain Pedal: Connect an optional sustain pedal for expressive playing.

2.3. Software Installation

3. OPERATING THE KEYSTEP 37

3.1. Keybed Features

The KeyStep 37 features a 37-note 'Slimkey' keybed with velocity sensitivity and aftertouch, providing a responsive
playing experience. The keys are designed to feel more like a traditional piano than a typical plastic keyboard,
offering tactile feedback for nuanced performances.

3.2. Arpeggiator Mode

The arpeggiator allows you to animate chords with ease. It includes 8 modes (up, down, inclusive, exclusive, 3
random modes, and note order). Use the 'Hold' function to sustain arpeggios while adjusting parameters. You can
layer up to 4 octaves above or below for dynamic soundscapes.

3.3. Sequencer Mode

Experiment with intuitive step-sequencing or live recording. The sequencer supports ties and rests, and allows for
appending or replacing notes at any point. It offers 64 steps with 8-note polyphony per step. Up to 8 sequences can
be saved and switched on the fly. Adjust swing, gate time, and tempo subdivision during playback.

3.4. Chord Mode/Scale Quantization



The enhanced Chord mode transforms single notes into musical chords. Choose from multiple voicings, instrument-
like strum effects, and velocity settings. Quantize notes to a list of standard or user-defined scales. The LED strip
above the keyboard provides visual feedback, indicating which notes are allowed in the selected scale.

3.5. Rotary Knobs and Visual Feedback

The KeyStep 37 features 4 rotary knobs, providing 16 accessible Continuous Controller (CC) assignments. These
knobs allow for real-time control over various parameters in your software or hardware instruments. Visual feedback
LEDs above the keys indicate the sequence's progress and which notes are currently playing.

3.6. Tempo and Transport Controls

Dedicated buttons for play, stop, and record functions, along with tempo control, allow for easy management of your
performance and sequencing.

3.7. Universal Connectivity

The KeyStep 37 is designed for universal integration, allowing it to control desktop synths, modular rigs, and
software. lts flexible connectivity ensures seamless synchronization across your entire setup.

+ No Sound/MIDI Output: Verify that the KeyStep 37 is recognized by your computer's operating system and
your music software (DAW). Check MIDI channel settings on both the controller and your software. Ensure all
cables (USB, MIDI, CV) are correctly connected.

+ Keys Not Responding: Check if the device is powered on. Ensure no settings are inadvertently disabling key
input.

o Software Issues: Ensure your music software is up-to-date and that the correct drivers (if any are required)
are installed. Consult the software's documentation for MIDI setup.
