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1. INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the user manual for your PowerXL Vortex Air Fryer Pro 10-quart. This appliance is designed to provide
a healthier way to cook your favorite foods, utilizing rapid air technology for crispy results with little to no oil. This
manual will guide you through the setup, operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting of your new air fryer.

2. IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

WARNING: To reduce the risk of injury, always read all instructions and safety warnings before operating
this appliance.

o Always ensure the appliance is unplugged from the outlet when not in use and before cleaning.

+ Do not immerse the cord, plugs, or the housing in water or other liquid.

o Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by or near children.

o Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the appliance malfunctions or has been
damaged in any manner.

o Keep hands and face at a safe distance from the hot air vents.

o Do not place the appliance against a wall or other appliances. Leave at least 5 inches of free space on the
back and sides and above the appliance.

« Do not place anything on top of the appliance.

o Use of accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance manufacturer may cause injuries.
o Do not use outdoors.

« Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table or counter, or touch hot surfaces.

« Do not place the appliance on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven.

o Extreme caution must be used when moving an appliance containing hot oil or other hot liquids.
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o Always attach plug to appliance first, then plug cord into the wall outlet. To disconnect, turn any control to "off",
then remove plug from wall outlet.

The PowerXL Vortex Air Fryer Pro 10-qt comes with several key components designed for versatile cooking:

+ Main Unit: Houses the heating element, fan, and control panel.

o Digital Control Panel: Touch-sensitive interface for setting time, temperature, and selecting presets.
o Large Viewing Window: Allows monitoring of cooking progress without opening the door.
 Removable Door: For easy cleaning and access to the interior.

o Air Flow Racks (3): Multi-level racks for cooking various foods simultaneously.

+ Rotisserie Spit: For roasting whole chickens or other large cuts of meat.

o Drip Tray: Collects excess oil and food particles for easy cleanup.

4. SETUP

1. Unpacking: Carefully remove all packaging materials and labels. Check for any missing or damaged parts.

2. Initial Cleaning: Before first use, wipe the exterior of the unit with a clean, damp cloth. Wash all removable
accessories (air flow racks, rotisserie spit, drip tray) with warm, soapy water. Rinse thoroughly and dry



completely.

3. Placement: Place the main unit on a stable, level, heat-resistant surface. Ensure there is at least 5 inches of
clear space around the back, sides, and top of the appliance for proper air circulation. Do not place it directly
under cabinets.

4. Power Connection: Plug the power cord into a dedicated 120V AC wall outlet.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

General Operation:

1. Power On: Plug in the unit. The digital display will illuminate.

2. Preheating (Optional): For best results, preheat the air fryer for 3-5 minutes at the desired cooking
temperature.

3. Loading Food: Place food on the air flow racks or attach to the rotisserie spit as needed. Do not overload the
unit to ensure even cooking.

4. Setting Temperature and Time: Use the touch controls to adjust the temperature (90°F - 400°F) and cooking
time. The unit features 10 preset programs for common foods.

5. Start Cooking: Press the Start/Pause button to begin the cooking cycle.

6. Monitoring: Use the viewing window to monitor food. For even cooking, some foods may require shaking or
turning halfway through the cooking process.

7. Completion: The unit will beep when the cooking cycle is complete. Carefully remove food using oven mitts.

Using the Rotisserie Function:

The rotisserie function is ideal for roasting whole chickens, roasts, or other items that benefit from continuous
rotation for even browning.

1. Assemble the rotisserie spit with your food securely attached.

2. Insert the rotisserie spit into the designated slots inside the air fryer.

3. Select the rotisserie preset or manually set the temperature and time.

4. Press the Rotisserie button on the control panel to activate rotation.

6. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Proper cleaning and maintenance will ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your PowerXL Vortex Air
Fryer Pro.
o Always Unplug: Ensure the appliance is unplugged and completely cooled before cleaning.

 Removable Parts: The air flow racks, rotisserie spit, and drip tray are not dishwasher safe. Wash them with
warm, soapy water using a non-abrasive sponge. Rinse thoroughly and dry completely.

« Interior: Wipe the interior of the appliance with a damp cloth and mild detergent. Do not use abrasive cleaners
or scouring pads.

o Exterior: Wipe the exterior with a clean, damp cloth.
o Door: The door can be removed for easier cleaning. Refer to the product diagram for release tabs.

o Storage: Store the appliance in a cool, dry place when not in use.



7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem

Appliance does not turn on.

Food is not cooked evenly.

White smoke coming from the
appliance.

Rotisserie function not
working.
