For Garage Door Control with Apple HomeKit System

1. INTRODUCTION

The Hérmann 4511628 Wi-FI Indoor Button is a gateway designed to integrate your Hérmann garage door
operator with the Apple HomeKit system. This device allows for convenient control of your garage door via
the Apple Home app on your iOS devices, as well as through its integrated physical button. It supports
functions such as opening, closing, partial opening, and light control.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

o This device is intended for use indry rooms only. Do not expose it to moisture or extreme
environmental conditions.

o Ensure the power supply (24 V DC) is correct and stable.

« Installation should be performed by a qualified individual if you are unsure about electrical
connections.

o Keep the device and its cable away from moving parts of the garage door mechanism.

o Always ensure the garage door area is clear before operating the door, whether manually or via the
app.

The Hérmann 4511628 Wi-FI Indoor Button serves as a gateway to connect your Hérmann garage door
operator to the Apple HomeKit ecosystem. It features an integrated physical button for direct control,
offering functions such as pulse operation (full open/close), light control, and partial opening. An LED
display provides visual feedback on the device's status. The device connects to your garage door operator
via a 7-meter system cable and is designed for simple integration with compatible Hérmann SupraMatic
and ProMatic series drives.

5. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

1. Power Off Operator: Before connecting, completely power off your Hérmann garage door operator.

2. Connect Cable: Connect the 7-meter system cable from the Wi-FI Indoor Button to the designated
BUS UAP port on your Hérmann garage door operator. For SupraMatic Series 4 operators, an
adapter may be required (sold separately). Refer to your operator's manual to locate the BUS UAP
port, which is often found behind a small flap on the front of the unit.

3. Power On Operator: Restore power to your garage door operator.

4. Operator Configuration: Access the menu on your garage door operator (e.g., Menu 37 for some
models). Select the appropriate option for bus scan or reset (e.g., 01 for reset and bus scan). This
will allow the operator to recognize the connected Wi-FI Indoor Button.

5. HomeKit Pairing:

o Ensure your iOS device (iPhone, iPad) is running iOS 11.3 or later.

o Open the Apple Home app.

o Tap the '+'icon to add an accessory.

o Scan the HomeKit code provided with your Wi-FI Indoor Button. If the device is not found,
perform a reset on the Wi-FI Indoor Button (refer to troubleshooting section if needed).

o Follow the on-screen prompts to assign the device to a room and configure its settings within
the Home app.

6. Remote Access (Optional): For remote access to your garage door, you will need a HomePod,
Apple TV 4K, or Apple TV (3rd/4th generation) set up as a home hub.



6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

6.1. Manual Operation (Integrated Button)
The Wi-FI Indoor Button features an integrated button for direct control of your garage door:

o Pulse Operation: Press the main circular button to initiate a full open or close cycle of the garage
door.

o Light Control: Press the button with the light bulb icon to toggle the garage door operator's light.

» Partial Opening: Press the button with the '1/2' symbol to activate the partial opening function, if
supported by your operator.

The LED display on the button provides clear visual feedback on the current status of the garage door.

6.2. Apple Home App Control

Once paired with Apple HomeKit, you can control your garage door using the Home app on your iPhone or
iPad:

« Open/Close: Tap the garage door icon in the Home app to open or close the door.

« Voice Control: Use Siri commands (e.g., "Hey Siri, open the garage door").

« Automations: Create custom automations based on time, location, or other HomeKit accessories
(e.g., "Open garage when | arrive home").

o Grouping: Easily group the garage door with other HomeKit devices for scene control.
o Sharing Access: Share control of your garage door with family members via invitations in the Home
app.

6.3. CarPlay Integration

If your vehicle supports Apple CarPlay, the garage door control may appear directly on your car's display
when you are near your home, allowing for convenient opening or closing without needing to use your
phone.

7. COMPATIBILITY

The Hérmann 4511628 Wi-FI Indoor Button is compatible with the following H6rmann garage door
operators:

o SupraMatic E / P 3 (from index Ci)
o SupraMatic HAT
o SupraMatic Series 4 (requires an adapter, sold separately)

o ProMatic Series 4 (requires an adapter, sold separately)

Please ensure your garage door operator model is listed above or consult Hormann's official compatibility
list if you are unsure.

8. MAINTENANCE

The Hérmann Wi-FI Indoor Button requires minimal maintenance. Follow these guidelines:



» Cleaning: Wipe the device periodically with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or
solvents.

o Connections: Occasionally check the system cable connection to ensure it is secure and
undamaged.

o Software Updates: Ensure your iOS device and Home app are up to date to benefit from the latest
features and security improvements. Firmware updates for the device itself are typically managed
through the HomeKit system.

9. TROUBLESHOOTING
o Device Not Found in HomeKit:

o Ensure the device is properly connected to the garage door operator and the operator is
powered on.

o Verify that your iOS device's Wi-Fi is enabled and connected to the same network as your
HomeKit hub (if applicable).

o Perform a reset of the Wi-FI Indoor Button. This typically involves a specific button sequence
or power cycle; refer to the quick start guide included with your product for exact steps.

o Confirm that the HomeKit code was scanned correctly.
o Garage Door Not Responding:

o Check the physical connection of the system cable to both the Wi-FI Indoor Button and the
garage door operator.
o Ensure the garage door operator is powered on and functioning correctly independently.

o Verify that the operator's bus system has recognized the Wi-FI Indoor Button (check operator's
display/status).

o Manual in German / No English Instructions:This manual provides instructions in English. For
further assistance, please refer to the official Hérmann website for additional language support or
contact their customer service.

o Adapter Required for Series 4 Operators:If you have a SupraMatic or ProMatic Series 4 operator,
an additional HCP adapter is required for compatibility. This adapter is not included with the Wi-FlI
Indoor Button and must be purchased separately.
