INTRODUCTION

Fire Safety: Position grills and heat sources safely within the gazebo, ensuring adequate clearance from the canopy
fabric and frame to prevent fire hazards. Never leave a hot grill unattended.

Weight Distribution: Do not hang excessively heavy items from the frame or shelves. The shelves are designed for
grill accessories, beverages, or food, not heavy loads.

Maintenance: Regularly inspect the frame and canopy for wear, tear, or damage. Address any issues promptly to
maintain structural integrity.

SETUP AND ASSEMBLY

Assembly of the AECOJOY Grill Gazebo Canopy is designed to be straightforward. We highly recommend that two
people work together for the assembly process to ensure ease and safety. All necessary hardware and detailed
instructions are included in your package.

1. Unpack and Identify Parts: Carefully unpack all components and lay them out. Compare them against the provided
parts list to ensure everything is present.

2. Assemble the Frame: Follow the step-by-step diagrams in the included instruction manual to connect the steel
frame components. Ensure all connections are secure before proceeding.

3. Attach the Canopy: Once the frame is erected, carefully place the double-tiered polyester canopy over the frame.
Ensure it is properly aligned and secured to all attachment points.

4. Install Side Shelves and Hooks: Attach the side shelves and hanging hooks to the designated areas on the frame.
These provide convenient space for your grilling essentials.

5. Secure the Gazebo: Anchor the gazebo to your chosen surface (grass, concrete, wood) using the provided
anchoring hardware. This is crucial for stability, especially in windy conditions.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

and light rain.

Ventilation: The double-tiered soft-top canopy is designed for smoke ventilation, allowing heat and smoke from
your grill to escape efficiently. This also contributes to stability in windy conditions.

Convenient Storage: Utilize the side shelves for placing grilling accessories, plates, beverages, or food items. The
included hooks are perfect for hanging BBQ tools, keeping them within easy reach.

MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance will extend the life and appearance of your grill gazebo:

Canopy Care: The polyester fabric is designed to resist fading from UV rays. Clean the canopy regularly with mild
soap and water. Allow it to air dry completely before storage or prolonged periods of non-use to prevent mildew.

Frame Care: The steel frame is powder-coated to resist rust. Wipe down the frame periodically with a damp cloth to
remove dirt and debris. Inspect for any scratches or chips in the coating and touch up if necessary to prevent rust.

Seasonal Storage: For prolonged periods of non-use or during severe weather conditions (heavy snow, strong
winds), it is recommended to remove the canopy and store it in a dry, protected area.

Hardware Check: Periodically check all screws and bolts to ensure they remain tight and secure. Tighten as
needed.



TROUBLESHOOTING

Here are solutions to common issues you might encounter:

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Missing or
Damaged Parts

Manufacturing error
or shipping
damage.

Contact AECOJOY customer service immediately for replacement parts. Do
not attempt to force assembly with damaged parts.

Difficulty
Assembling
Frame

Parts not aligning
properly, bent
pieces, or incorrect
orientation.

Ensure you are following the instructions precisely. Verify part numbers and
orientations. If parts are bent, gently try to straighten them or contact
customer service for replacements. Ensure two people are assisting with
assembly.

Gazebo is
Unstable/Wobbly

Not properly
anchored, loose
connections, or
uneven ground.

Ensure all frame connections are tightened. Verify that the gazebo is
anchored securely to a level surface. Consider additional weights or stronger
anchors in very windy areas.

Water Pooling
on Canopy

Canopy not
stretched tautly or
heavy rainfall.

Ensure the canopy is installed correctly and stretched tightly across the
frame. The two-tier design helps with drainage, but in heavy rain, water may
still accumulate. Gently push up from underneath to release pooled water.
