2. SETUP GUIDE



2.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge your tablet. Connect the provided USB-C cable to the tablet's charging port and the
other end to a power adapter. The battery indicator on the screen will show charging status. A full charge typically
takes several hours.

2.2 Powering On/Off

To Power On: Press and hold the Power button located on the side of the tablet until the LNMBBS logo
appears on the screen.

To Power Off: Press and hold the Power button until a menu appears. Select 'Power off' and confirm.

To Restart: Press and hold the Power button until a menu appears. Select 'Restart' and confirm.

2.3 Initial Setup Wizard

Upon first power-on, the tablet will guide you through an initial setup process:

1. Select your preferred language.

2. Connect to a Wi-Fi network. This is crucial for downloading updates and setting up your Google account.

3. Sign in with your Google account or create a new one. This is required to access the Google Play Store and
other Google services.

4. Set up screen lock (PIN, pattern, password, or Face ID).

5. Review and accept Google services and privacy settings.

2.4 Inserting a MicroSD Card

To expand storage, insert a MicroSD card (up to 1 TB) into the designated slot. Ensure the tablet is powered off
before inserting or removing the card. Gently push the card until it clicks into place.

2.5 Setting up Face ID

Face ID allows you to unlock your tablet using facial recognition. Navigate to Settings > Security > Face Unlock
and follow the on-screen instructions to register your face.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Navigating the Interface

Home Screen: The central hub for your apps and widgets. Swipe left or right to access additional screens.

Notification Panel: Swipe down from the top of the screen to view notifications and quick settings.

App Drawer: Swipe up from the bottom of the screen to access all installed applications.

Gestural Navigation: Android 10 supports gestural navigation. You can enable it in Settings > System >
Gestures.

3.2 App Management

Downloading Apps: Open the Google Play Store app, search for your desired application, and tap 'Install'.

Uninstalling Apps: Press and hold an app icon on the home screen or in the app drawer, then drag it to
'Uninstall' or select 'App info' and choose 'Uninstall'.

3.3 Using the Cameras

The tablet features an 8 MP rear camera and a 2 MP front camera. Open the 'Camera' app to take photos or record
videos. You can switch between front and rear cameras using the icon on the screen.

3.4 Connectivity

Wi-Fi: Go to Settings > Network & internet > Wi-Fi to connect to available networks. The tablet supports
2.4GHz and 5GHz bands for faster connections.

Bluetooth: Enable Bluetooth in Settings > Connected devices > Bluetooth to pair with headphones,
speakers, or other devices.

GPS: The integrated GPS allows for navigation even without Wi-Fi. Ensure location services are enabled in
Settings > Location.

3.5 Screen Mirroring

settings panel or in Settings > Connected devices > Connection preferences > Cast.

4. MAINTENANCE

4.1 Cleaning the Device

Use a soft, lint-free cloth to clean the screen and body of the tablet. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive
materials that could damage the finish or screen coating.

4.2 Software Updates

Your tablet runs on Android 10. Periodically check for system updates in Settings > System > System update.
While the device is GMS certified, future Android version updates are not guaranteed.

4.3 Battery Care

Avoid extreme temperatures, which can degrade battery life.

Do not leave the tablet fully discharged for extended periods.

For optimal battery health, try to keep the charge between 20% and 80%.

The tablet has a 6000 mAh battery, offering up to 12 hours of use and 20 days of standby.

4.4 Storage Optimization

Regularly manage your tablet's 64 GB internal storage. Delete unnecessary files, uninstall unused apps, and move



large media files to an external MicroSD card to maintain optimal performance.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

5.1 Common Issues and Solutions

Tablet is slow or unresponsive:

Close background applications.

Clear app caches (Settings > Apps & notifications > See all apps > [App Name] > Storage & cache >
Clear cache).

Restart the tablet.

Ensure sufficient free storage space.

Wi-Fi connection issues:

Toggle Wi-Fi off and on.

Restart your Wi-Fi router.

Forget the network and reconnect.

Battery draining quickly:

Reduce screen brightness.

Disable unused features like Bluetooth or GPS.

Identify and close power-intensive apps (Settings > Battery).

Poor sound quality:

Ensure speakers are not obstructed.

Adjust volume levels.

Consider using external headphones or Bluetooth speakers for enhanced audio.

Tablet not charging:

Check if the charging cable and adapter are securely connected.

Try a different USB-C cable and power adapter.

Inspect the charging port for debris.

5.2 Factory Reset

If you encounter persistent issues, a factory reset may resolve them. Warning: This will erase all data on your
tablet. Back up important data before proceeding.

1. Go to Settings > System > Reset options.

2. Select Erase all data (factory reset).

3. Confirm your decision and enter your PIN/pattern/password if prompted.
