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PRODUCT OVERVIEW

SETUP

1. Install Battery

2. Connect USB Nano Receiver

1. Locate the USB Nano Receiver stored in the compartment next to the battery slot on the bottom of
the mouse.

2. Gently pull out the receiver.

3. Plug the USB Nano Receiver into an available USB port on your computer (desktop, laptop, PC).

3. Power On the Mouse

Flip the power switch on the bottom of the mouse to the "ON" position.

Your computer should automatically detect and install the necessary drivers. No additional software
is required.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Basic Usage

Move the mouse on a flat surface to control the cursor on your screen.

Use the left button for primary clicks (selecting, opening).

Use the right button for secondary clicks (context menus).

Scroll the wheel to navigate vertically through documents and web pages.

Power Saving Features

Intelligent Sleep Mode: The mouse will automatically enter sleep mode after 5 minutes of inactivity
to conserve battery power. To wake it up, simply click any button.

Power Switch: For extended periods of non-use, turn off the mouse using the ON/OFF switch on the
bottom to maximize battery life.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the mouse. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive
materials.

Battery Replacement: When the mouse performance degrades or stops responding, replace the AA
battery. Ensure proper polarity.

Receiver Storage: When traveling or not using the mouse, store the USB Nano Receiver in its
dedicated slot on the bottom of the mouse to prevent loss.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Mouse not responding

Low or dead battery

Receiver not
properly connected

Mouse is off

Interference

Replace the AA battery.

Ensure the USB receiver is securely plugged into
a working USB port.

Turn the mouse ON using the switch on the
bottom.

Move the mouse closer to the receiver or away
from other wireless devices.

Cursor movement is
erratic or jumpy

Dirty optical sensor

Unsuitable surface

Low battery

Clean the optical sensor on the bottom of the
mouse with a soft cloth.

Use the mouse on a clean, non-reflective, opaque
surface or a mouse pad.

Replace the AA battery.

Wireless connection
issues

Out of range

USB port issue

Ensure the mouse is within 10 meters (33 feet) of
the receiver.

Try plugging the receiver into a different USB port
on your computer.
