INTRODUCTION

SETUP

1. Battery Installation

The 8Bitdo Media Remote requires two AAA batteries for operation. These are typically included with your
purchase.

1. Locate the battery compartment cover on the back of the remote.

2. Slide the cover downwards to open the compartment.

3. Insert two AAA batteries, ensuring correct polarity (+ and -).

4. Slide the battery compartment cover back into place until it clicks securely.

2. Initial Connection

The 8Bitdo Media Remote uses infrared (IR) technology. No manual pairing is required. Simply ensure a clear
line of sight between the remote's IR emitter (located at the top) and your Xbox console's IR receiver.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Powering On/Off and Navigation

Dedicated Home Button: Press the Xbox Home button (located at the top center) to instantly wake your
Xbox console.

Directional Pad (D-Pad): Use the circular D-Pad for navigating menus and selecting items.

A/B/X/Y Buttons: These colored buttons correspond to standard Xbox controller functions for menu
selection and interaction.

2. Media Playback Controls

The remote features a full suite of media playback buttons:

Play/Pause: Start or pause media playback.

Fast Forward/Rewind: Skip forward or backward through content.

Volume Up/Down: Adjust the volume of your media.

Mute: Mute or unmute audio.

3. Motion-Activated Backlight

The buttons on the remote are motion-activated and will illuminate when the remote is picked up or moved,
making it easy to use in low-light conditions.

4. OneGuide Button Customization



The OneGuide button (three horizontal lines icon) can be customized to launch a specific application on your
Xbox. To configure this:

1. On your Xbox, go to Settings.

2. Navigate to Devices & connections, then select Media remote.

3. Choose the desired action or app to launch when the OneGuide button is pressed.

5. TV Volume Control (HDMI-CEC)

Your Xbox can control your TV's volume if your TV supports HDMI-CEC (Consumer Electronics Control). To
enable this:

1. Press the Xbox button on your controller to open the guide.

2. Go to Settings > General > TV & display options.

3. Select Device control > HDMI-CEC and enable all options.

4. Consult your TV manufacturer's manual for specific HDMI-CEC settings.

MAINTENANCE

1. Battery Replacement

Replace the AAA batteries when the remote's performance diminishes or the backlight becomes dim. Refer to
the 'Battery Installation' steps in the Setup section.

2. Cleaning

Wipe the remote with a soft, dry cloth. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive materials that could damage
the finish or buttons.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Remote not responding:

Ensure fresh batteries are correctly installed.

Verify a clear line of sight between the remote and your Xbox console. Obstructions can block the
infrared signal.

Confirm your Xbox console is powered on and not in a deep sleep mode that disables IR reception.

Backlight constantly active:

The backlight is motion-activated. Any movement will trigger it. This is normal operation.

If battery life is a concern due to frequent backlighting, consider using rechargeable AAA batteries.

TV volume control not working:

Ensure your TV supports HDMI-CEC and that it is enabled in your TV's settings.

Verify HDMI-CEC settings are correctly configured on your Xbox console (Settings > General > TV
& display options > Device control > HDMI-CEC).
