SETUP AND ASSEMBLY

Unpacking

present. Discard packaging responsibly.

Initial Assembly

The Barbie Dream Camper is designed for easy transformation. To set up the playset:

1. Open the camper doors to reveal the interior play areas.

2. Extend the roof to reveal the upper sleeping area and the ladder.

3. Attach the purple slide to the roof and extend it to the blue pool accessory.

4. Place the pool on a flat surface at the end of the slide.

5. Use the provided sticker sheet to customize the camper's interior and exterior as desired.

OPERATING THE DREAM CAMPER

Transforming the Camper



The Dream Camper easily transforms to create various play scenarios:

Driving Mode: Close all doors and fold in the slide and roof for a compact vehicle ready for travel. The two-
seater cab allows dolls to 'drive'.

Expanded Play Mode: Open the camper to reveal seven distinct play areas: a kitchen, dining area, sleeping
area, bathroom, pool, slide, and a den with a TV.

Slide and Pool Fun: Dolls can climb the ladder to the roof, then slide down into the detachable pool for a
splash.

Play Areas Overview

Explore the detailed features of each area:

Kitchen: Equipped with a sink, stove, and storage for cooking accessories.

Dining Area: Features a table and stools for dolls to enjoy meals.

Sleeping Area: Includes blankets and pillows for a cozy rest.

Bathroom: Complete with a toilet and a shower with a curtain.

Den: A comfortable space with a TV for relaxation.

Accessory Care: Keep small accessories in a designated bag or compartment to prevent loss.
