1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the GP ReCyko USB Charger. This manual provides essential information for the
safe and efficient operation of your charger and rechargeable batteries. Please read it thoroughly before
use and retain it for future reference.

The GP ReCyko E211 USB Charger is designed to provide a simple, reliable, and safe method for
charging NiMH AA and AAA rechargeable batteries. Its compact design makes it suitable for use at home,
in the office, or while traveling.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

To ensure safe operation, always follow these precautions:

Use only NiMH rechargeable batteries with this charger. Do not attempt to charge alkaline, carbon-zinc,
or other types of batteries, as this may lead to leakage, rupture, or explosion.

Do not expose the charger to rain, moisture, or extreme temperatures.

Do not disassemble or modify the charger. Refer all servicing to qualified personnel.

Keep the charger and batteries out of reach of children and pets.

Ensure proper polarity when inserting batteries into the charger.

Unplug the charger from the power source when not in use or before cleaning.

Do not cover the charger during operation to prevent overheating.

If a battery becomes excessively hot during charging, discontinue charging immediately and remove the
battery carefully.

3. PACKAGE CONTENTS

Verify that all items are present in your package:

1 x GP ReCyko USB Charger (Model E211)

2 x GP ReCyko 800mAh AAA NiMH Rechargeable Batteries

4. SETUP AND CHARGING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Insert Batteries: Open the battery compartment of the charger. Insert 1 or 2 AA or AAA NiMH
rechargeable batteries into the charging slots, ensuring correct polarity (+ and - ends match the
markings inside the charger).

2. Connect to Power: Plug the USB connector of the charger into a compatible USB power source (e.g.,
computer USB port, USB wall adapter, power bank). The charger requires a standard USB 5V input.

3. Charging Indicator: The charger features an LED indicator for each charging slot.

Solid LED: Indicates that the battery is charging.

Flashing LED: Indicates a malfunctioning battery, an alkaline battery, or a bad battery has been
detected. Remove the battery immediately.

LED Off: Indicates charging is complete, or no battery is inserted, or the charger is not connected to
power.

4. Charging Completion: The charger is equipped with -DV and timer power cut-off features to prevent
overcharging and overheating, optimizing battery lifespan. Once charging is complete, the LED indicator
will turn off.

5. Remove Batteries: Once charging is complete, unplug the charger from the USB power source and
remove the charged batteries.

5. OPERATING TIMES

Approximate charging times for various battery capacities:

Battery Type Capacity Approximate Charging Time

AA NiMH 1300mAh 5-6 hours

AA NiMH 2100mAh 8 hours

AAA NiMH 650mAh 2.5-3 hours

AAA NiMH 800mAh 3 hours

Highest Capacity AA NiMH 2600mAh (Charging time will be longer than 2100mAh)

Highest Capacity AAA NiMH 950mAh (Charging time will be longer than 800mAh)

Note: Charging times are approximate and may vary based on battery condition, capacity, and power source.

6. MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE

Cleaning: Disconnect the charger from the power source before cleaning. Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe
the surface of the charger. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Storage: Store the charger and batteries in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme
temperatures.

Battery Care: For optimal battery life, it is recommended to fully discharge NiMH batteries periodically
before recharging.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution



LED indicator is
flashing.

Malfunctioning battery, alkaline
battery, or bad battery detected.

Remove the battery immediately. Ensure
you are only using NiMH rechargeable
batteries. Try a different battery.

No LED indicator when
batteries are inserted
and charger is plugged
in.

Charger not receiving power,
batteries not inserted correctly, or
batteries are already fully
charged.

Check USB connection. Ensure batteries
are inserted with correct polarity. If
batteries are fully charged, the LED will
be off.

Batteries are not
charging or charging
slowly.

Low power USB source, faulty
USB cable, or very old/damaged
batteries.

Try a different USB port or a higher-power
USB adapter. Use a different USB cable.
Replace old or damaged batteries.
