1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides instructions for the proper installation, operation, and maintenance of your Kolink
RGB Extension Cable. Please read this manual thoroughly before use to ensure safe and efficient
operation.

The Kolink RGB Extension Cable is designed to extend the reach of your 4-pin RGB lighting connections
within your PC system, offering greater flexibility for component placement and aesthetic customization.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

o Ensure your PC system is powered off and unplugged from the wall outlet before installing or
removing any components.

« Handle the cable by its connectors, not by the wires, to prevent damage.
« Do not expose the cable to excessive force, sharp objects, or extreme temperatures.
o This product is intended for indoor use within a computer chassis.

» Verify that the connector type (4-pin RGB) matches your devices before connection. Incorrect
connection may cause damage.

4. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

. Power Off System: Ensure your computer is completely powered off and disconnected from the
main power supply.

. Identify Connectors: Locate the 4-pin RGB header on your motherboard or existing RGB controller,
and the 4-pin RGB connector on the device you wish to extend (e.g., an RGB fan or LED strip).

. Connect Extension Cable: Carefully connect the male end of the Kolink RGB Extension Cable to
the female 4-pin RGB header on your motherboard or controller. Ensure the pins align correctly and
the connection is secure.

. Connect Device: Connect the female end of the Kolink RGB Extension Cable to themale 4-pin RGB
connector of your RGB device. Again, ensure correct pin alignment and a secure connection.

. Cable Management: Route the cable neatly within your PC case, ensuring it does not obstruct
airflow or interfere with moving parts like fans. The tangle-free design assists with this.

. Power On System: Once all connections are secure, close your PC case, reconnect the power
supply, and power on your system.



5. OPERATION

The Kolink RGB Extension Cable functions as a passive extension for your 4-pin RGB signals. Once
connected, the RGB device will operate as if it were directly connected to the motherboard or controller,
allowing you to control its lighting effects through your system's existing RGB software or hardware
controls.

No additional software or drivers are required for the cable itself.

6. MAINTENANCE

o Cleaning: If necessary, gently wipe the cable with a dry, lint-free cloth to remove dust. Do not use
liquid cleaners.

» Inspection: Periodically inspect the cable for any signs of wear, fraying, or damage to the
connectors. If damage is observed, discontinue use and replace the cable.

o Storage: When not in use, store the cable in a cool, dry place, away from direct sunlight and extreme
temperatures. Avoid sharp bends or kinks.
