1. INTRODUCTION

irregular curves and patterns in various materials such as wood and metal. Featuring variable speed
control (800-3000rpm) and an ergonomic design, it provides precision and comfort for your cutting tasks.
This manual provides essential information for safe operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting to ensure
optimal performance and longevity of your tool.

2. SAFETY GUIDELINES

Always observe basic safety precautions to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, and personal injury when
operating power tools. Read all instructions carefully before use.

o Work Area Safety: Keep your work area clean and well-lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids,
gases, or dust.

o Electrical Safety: Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Avoid
body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerators.

« Personal Safety: Always wear eye protection. Use dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or

hearing protection for appropriate conditions. Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at
all times.

« Blade Safety: Ensure the blade is securely installed before operation. Keep hands away from the



cutting area. Allow the blade to come to a complete stop before setting the tool down.

+ Rubber Handle: Provides a comfortable and secure grip during operation.

o Lock Button: Allows for continuous operation without holding down the trigger.

o Speed Control: Adjusts the blade's strokes per minute for different materials and cutting
requirements.

o Heat Vent: Ensures proper cooling of the motor during extended use.
o Input Power: The corded electric connection point for power supply.
« Platform (Base Plate): The flat base that rests on the workpiece, guiding the cut.

o Thrust Adjustable: Mechanism to adjust the orbital action for faster cutting or finer finish.

5. ASSEMBLY AND SETUP

Before operating your jig saw, ensure it is properly assembled and set up.

1. Unpacking: Carefully remove the jig saw and all accessories from the packaging. Check for any
damage.

2. Blade Installation:
o Ensure the tool is unplugged from the power source.
o Locate the blade clamp mechanism (refer to Product Overview).

o Insert the shank of the saw blade into the blade clamp until it clicks into place or is firmly
secured by tightening the clamp screw (if applicable).

o Gently pull on the blade to ensure it is securely locked and will not come loose during
operation.

3. Adjusting the Base Plate (Bevel Cuts): The base plate can be angled for bevel cuts. Loosen the
screws holding the base plate, adjust to the desired angle (up to 45 degrees), and then securely
tighten the screws. For most cuts, ensure the base plate is at 0 degrees (perpendicular to the blade).

4. Connecting to Power: Plug the jig saw into a suitable 220-240V~50/60Hz power outlet.

6. OPERATION

Follow these steps for safe and effective operation of your INGCO JS400285 Jig Saw.

1. Material Preparation: Secure the workpiece firmly with clamps or a vise to prevent movement during
cutting. Mark your cutting line clearly.

2. Blade Selection: Choose the appropriate blade for the material you are cutting (e.g., wood blade for
wood, metal blade for metal).

3. Speed Adjustment: Use the speed control dial to set the desired strokes per minute. Lower speeds
are generally for harder materials or intricate cuts, while higher speeds are for softer materials and
faster cuts.

4. Starting the Cut: Place the front edge of the jig saw's base plate flat on the workpiece, ensuring the
blade is clear of the material. Press the trigger to start the motor. Allow the blade to reach full speed
before engaging the material.

5. Cutting: Gently guide the saw along your marked line. Apply steady, even pressure. Do not force the
tool; let the blade do the work. Maintain firm contact between the base plate and the workpiece.

6. Orbital Action (Thrust Adjustable): If your model has orbital action, adjust it based on the material.
Higher orbital settings provide faster, more aggressive cuts suitable for rough cutting in wood. Lower
or no orbital action is best for fine cuts, plastics, and metals.

7. Finishing the Cut: Support the waste piece to prevent it from breaking off and binding the blade.
Once the cut is complete, release the trigger and wait for the blade to stop completely before lifting



the tool from the workpiece.

7. MAINTENANCE AND CARE

Regular maintenance ensures the longevity and safe operation of your jig saw.

o Cleaning: After each use, unplug the tool and use a brush or compressed air to remove sawdust and

debris from the ventilation slots and blade area. Do not use water or chemical cleaners.

« Blade Replacement: Replace dull or damaged blades promptly. Refer to the Blade Installation
section for proper procedure.

o Cord Inspection: Regularly inspect the power cord for any signs of damage, cuts, or fraying. If
damaged, have it repaired by a qualified technician.

o Storage: Store the jig saw in a dry, secure place out of reach of children. Protect it from direct
sunlight and extreme temperatures.

o Lubrication: This tool is generally designed for maintenance-free operation regarding internal
lubrication. Do not attempt to lubricate internal components unless specified by a qualified service

technician.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your INGCO JS400285 Jig Saw, refer to the following common problems and

solutions:

Problem

Tool does not start

Blade not cutting efficiently

Excessive vibration/noise

Motor overheating

Possible Cause

No power supply
Damaged power cord/plug
Internal fault

Dull or incorrect blade
Blade installed incorrectly
Too much pressure applied

Loose blade
Damaged blade
Internal component issue

Blocked ventilation slots
Prolonged heavy use

Solution

Check power outlet and circuit breaker
Inspect cord/plug; replace if damaged
Contact customer support

Replace with a sharp, appropriate blade
Re-install blade securely
Reduce pressure; let the tool work

Ensure blade is securely fastened
Replace blade
Contact customer support

Clean ventilation slots
Allow tool to cool down; reduce load
