3. Setup

3.1 Initial Charging

The keyboard is powered by a 1300mAh Lithium Ion battery. Connect the included USB-C cable to the
keyboard and a power source (e.g., computer USB port or wall adapter) to charge. A full charge provides up to
120 hours of use with RGB off, or 30 hours with RGB on.

3.2 Wireless (Bluetooth) Connection

The GT61 supports Bluetooth connectivity for up to 3 matching devices (PC, Laptop, Pad, Smart Phone). To
switch between paired devices, press FN + E, FN + R, or FN + T.

3.3 Wired (USB-C) Connection

For a direct connection, use the included detachable USB-C cable. The keyboard supports plug-and-play
functionality, providing a fast typing response without additional drivers.

These can typically be
cycled through using specific FN key combinations (refer to keyboard legends for exact commands).

5. Customization

5.1 Hot-Swappable Switches

The GT61 features a hot-swappable PCB, allowing you to easily change 3-pin or 5-pin MX-style mechanical
switches (such as Cherry, Gateron, and Kailh) without soldering. This enables personalized typing feel and
sound. The keyboard supports 99%+ of switches with 3-pin slots for easy DIY.

5.2 PBT Keycaps

The keyboard comes with high-quality, oil-resistant PBT keycaps with an OEM profile. These keycaps provide
uniform backlight and ergonomic curves, ensuring durability and consistent lettering that does not scratch off
easily.

6. Maintenance
To ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your Surmen GT61 keyboard, follow these maintenance
guidelines:

Cleaning: Regularly clean the keyboard with a soft, dry cloth to remove dust and debris. For deeper
cleaning, use the provided keycap puller to gently remove keycaps and clean the switches and plate.

Switch/Keycap Replacement: When replacing keycaps, use the included keycap puller to avoid
damage. For hot-swappable switches, use a switch puller (not included) to carefully remove them from the
PCB. Ensure proper alignment when inserting new switches.

Storage: Store the keyboard in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.



7. Troubleshooting
If you encounter issues with your Surmen GT61 keyboard, refer to the following common solutions:

Connectivity Issues: If the keyboard is not connecting via Bluetooth, ensure it is charged and within
range of your device. Try re-pairing the device by putting the keyboard into pairing mode. For wired
connection issues, ensure the USB-C cable is securely connected to both the keyboard and your
computer.

RGB Lighting Not Working: If RGB lighting is not functioning as expected or is stuck, try resetting the
keyboard to default settings by pressing FN + Enter.

Keys Not Responding: Ensure that the switches are properly seated in their sockets. If a specific key is
not responding, consider replacing the switch as it may be faulty.

Lag or Input Delay: Ensure the keyboard is fully charged. If using Bluetooth, try moving closer to your
device or switching to a wired connection to rule out interference.
