Slow Data Transfer/Charging: Verify that both connected devices and any intermediate hubs/docks support
Thunderbolt 4 or the desired speed/power delivery. Ensure your power source provides sufficient wattage.

Video Not Displaying: Some cables, including active Thunderbolt cables, may have a preferred orientation for
video signals. If video is not displaying, try flipping the cable and reinserting it into the port. Ensure your display input
is set correctly.

Intermittent Connection: Check for any physical damage to the cable or ports. Try using the cable with different
devices to isolate the issue.
