6. TROUBLESHOOTING

No Internet Connection: Verify that your modem is working correctly and that the Ethernet cable from the
modem is securely connected to the WAN port of your primary ZenWiFi unit. Check the internet status
indicator in the ASUS Router app.

Avoid placing
units near large metal objects, thick walls, or appliances that emit electromagnetic interference.

Slow Speeds: Ensure your internet service provider (ISP) is delivering the expected speeds. Check for any
bandwidth-intensive applications running in the background. Consider using a wired backhaul connection
between mesh units if possible to maximize speeds.

2.4 GHz Band Issues: Some users have reported inconsistent performance on the 2.4 GHz band. Ensure
your firmware is up to date. If using Smart Connect, try disabling it and assigning separate SSIDs to the 2.4
GHz, 5 GHz, and 6 GHz bands to manually manage device connections.

Device Disconnections: Ensure all devices have the latest wireless drivers. Check for any conflicting IP
addresses within your network.

Factory Reset: As a last resort, perform a factory reset on your units. This will revert all settings to their
default values, requiring you to set up the network again. Refer to the Quick Start Guide for factory reset
instructions.
