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1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides comprehensive instructions for the aigo R6933 Digital Voice Recorder. This device is
designed for capturing clear audio, ideal for conferences, meetings, interviews, and personal notes. It also functions
as an MP3 player.

Please read this manual thoroughly before using the device to ensure proper operation and to maximize its features.

2. PRODUCT FEATURES

High-Quality Recording: Integrated dual-directional microphones with dynamic noise suppression. Supports
WAV and MP3 formats with recording quality up to 3072 kbps (default 512 kbps).

Large Storage Capacity: 32GB internal memory for extensive recording.

MP3 Player Functionality: Play music files (MP3/WAV) through the built-in speaker or headphones.

Simple Operation: One-button recording and saving.

Portable Design: Compact and lightweight (46.5g, 102 x 29.5 x 9 mm) for easy carrying.

Rechargeable Battery: Built-in lithium-polymer battery, rechargeable via USB.

Security Features: Password protection for recorded files.

Multi-language Support: Supports 22 languages, including English.

Automatic Save: Recordings are automatically saved when the battery is low or if the device accidentally powers
off.

4. DEVICE LAYOUT AND COMPONENTS

5. SETUP

5.1 Initial Charging

1. Connect the device to a computer or a USB power adapter using the provided USB data cable.

2. The device will indicate that it is charging. Allow it to fully charge before first use.

5.2 Powering On/Off

To power on, press and hold the Power button (usually located on the side or bottom) until the screen illuminates.

To power off, press and hold the Power button until the screen turns off.

6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

6.1 Recording Audio

1. Ensure the device is powered on.

2. Slide the REC switch (Record) upwards to begin recording. The screen will display recording status and time.

3. To save the recording, slide the STOP switch downwards. The device will display "Saved" to confirm.

Important: Do not power off the device before sliding the STOP switch to confirm the file has been saved. Doing so
may result in data loss.

The device supports segment recording and automatically saves files if the battery is low or if the device accidentally
powers off, preventing loss of important audio.

6.2 Playback

1. Navigate through the menu to find your recorded files.

2. Select a file and press the Play button to listen.

3. Audio can be played through the built-in speaker or by connecting the included headset to the 3.5mm headphone
jack.

6.3 MP3 Player Function

The device can also function as an MP3 player. Store music files in a separate folder from your recordings. It
supports MP3 and WAV formats.

6.4 Settings and Language

Access the device's menu to adjust various settings, including recording quality, time, and language. The device
supports 22 languages.

6.5 Password Protection

To protect your recorded files, you can set a password for the device through the settings menu. Refer to the on-
screen prompts for setting and managing your password.

7. CONNECTING TO A COMPUTER

To transfer files or download music, connect the aigo R6933 to your computer using the provided USB data cable.
The device will appear as a removable storage drive, allowing you to manage your files.

8. MAINTENANCE



Keep the device clean and free from dust. Use a soft, dry cloth for cleaning.

Avoid exposing the device to extreme temperatures, direct sunlight, or moisture.

Do not attempt to disassemble or repair the device yourself. This may void the warranty.

Regularly back up important recordings to your computer.

9. TROUBLESHOOTING

Device not turning on: Ensure the battery is charged. Connect to a power source and try again.

Recording not saving: Always slide the STOP switch downwards to confirm saving. Do not power off the device
during recording.

Formatting issues: If formatting the device, do not power it off until "Format Complete" is displayed.

Poor audio quality: Check recording settings (bitrate). Ensure microphones are not obstructed. Record in a quiet
environment.

Device unresponsive: Locate the reset pinhole (if available) and gently press it with a thin object, or hold the
power button for an extended period to force a restart.
