INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential instructions for the proper handling, setup, and care of your Z123 Portrait
of a Young Man z12495 A2 Poster. Please read these instructions carefully to ensure the longevity and
optimal display of your art print.

SETUP AND UNPACKING

Your poster is shipped rolled in a hard protective tube to prevent damage during transit. Exercise caution
when unpacking.

1. Unpack Carefully: Gently remove the poster from the postal tube. Avoid using sharp objects that
could scratch or crease the print.

2. Unroll Slowly: Lay the poster on a clean, flat surface. Slowly unroll it to prevent creasing.

3. Flattening the Poster: Due to being rolled, the poster may retain a slight curl. To flatten, place clean,
heavy, flat objects (like books) on the corners and edges of the poster. Allow it to sit for several
hours, or overnight, to relax and flatten. Alternatively, you can gently reverse roll it against its natural



curl for a short period, then unroll and flatten.

DISPLAYING YOUR POSTER

Once flattened, your poster is ready for display. Consider the following methods:

Framing: For best protection and aesthetic appeal, frame your poster behind glass or acrylic. Ensure
the frame size matches the A2 dimensions (59 x 42 cm or 24 x 16.5 inches).

Mounting: The poster can be mounted directly onto a rigid backing board using acid-free adhesive
for a frameless look.

Wall Adhesion: If attaching directly to a wall, use poster-safe adhesive strips or putty that will not
damage the poster or wall surface. Avoid direct sunlight exposure to prevent fading.

MAINTENANCE AND CARE

Proper care will preserve the quality of your glossy photo paper poster.

Handling: Always handle the poster by its edges to avoid leaving fingerprints or smudges on the
printed surface.

Cleaning: If necessary, gently wipe the surface with a clean, dry, soft microfiber cloth. Avoid using
liquids or abrasive cleaners.

Environment: Display the poster in a stable environment, away from direct sunlight, high humidity,
and extreme temperature fluctuations, which can cause fading, warping, or damage to the paper.

Storage: If storing, re-roll the poster loosely with the image facing outwards, using acid-free tissue
paper for protection, and place it back into its original postal tube or a similar protective container.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Common issues and their solutions:

Poster Not Flattening: If the poster remains curled after initial flattening attempts, try placing it under
heavy, flat objects for a longer duration (24-48 hours). Ensure the surface is completely flat and even.

Minor Creases: Small creases are difficult to remove entirely from photo paper. Framing the poster
can help minimize their appearance. Avoid attempting to iron or apply heat, as this can damage the
print.

Dust or Smudges: Use a clean, dry microfiber cloth to gently wipe away dust. For smudges, a very
slightly damp (almost dry) cloth can be used with extreme care, but test on an inconspicuous area
first.
