4. INITIAL SETUP

2. Initial Charge: For optimal performance, fully charge the power bank using a wall adapter before first use.
Connect the included Micro USB cable or a Type-C cable to the corresponding input port on the power bank
and plug the other end into a USB wall adapter (not included). The LED indicators will show charging
progress.

3. Understanding LED Indicators: The blue LED lights indicate the remaining battery capacity. Typically, four
lights mean 75-100%, three lights 50-75%, two lights 25-50%, and one light 0-25%.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Charging Your Devices

The power bank features four built-in cables (USB, Type-C, Lightning, Micro USB) and an additional USB output
port, allowing you to charge up to four devices simultaneously.

1. Using Built-in Cables: Pull out the appropriate built-in cable for your device (Type-C, Lightning, or Micro
USB) and connect it to your device's charging port. The power bank will automatically begin charging.

2. Using USB Output: For devices requiring a standard USB-A connection, use your device's original USB cable
and plug it into the USB output port on the power bank.

3. Simultaneous Charging: You can use multiple built-in cables and the USB output port at the same time to
charge several devices.

5.2 Recharging the Power Bank

Your power bank can be recharged via a wall outlet or its solar panel.

Wall Outlet Charging (Recommended): Connect the power bank to a wall adapter using the Micro USB or
Type-C input port. This method provides the fastest and most efficient charge.

Solar Charging (Emergency Use): Place the power bank in direct sunlight. The solar panel will convert
sunlight into electricity to slowly recharge the battery. This method is ideal for emergencies or maintaining
charge during outdoor activities when no other power source is available. Due to the small size of the solar
panel and varying sunlight intensity, solar charging is significantly slower than wall charging.

5.3 Using the LED Flashlight

The power bank includes dual LED flashlights for convenience.

Adjust Brightness/Modes: While the flashlight is on, short press the power button to cycle through different
brightness levels or SOS/strobe modes (if available).
