2. Safety Information

4. Setup

4.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge the smartwatch. Connect the provided USB charging cable to the watch's charging port and plug
the other end into a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port. The battery indicator on the screen will
show charging progress. A full charge typically takes 2-3 hours.

4.2 Power On/Off

« To Power On: Press and hold the Home Button (usually on the side) for a few seconds until the screen lights up.

+ To Power Off: Press and hold the Home Button for a few seconds until a power-off option appears on the screen.
Select "Power Off" to shut down the device.

5. Operating Instructions

The Berilona Smart Watch features a smooth touch screen for easy navigation. Swipe left or right to browse through different
applications and settings.
5.1 Time and Date

The main screen displays the time and date. You can customize the watch face by swiping on the main screen or by
accessing the 'Wallpaper' option in Settings.

5.2 Camera, Video, and Photos

The watch features a built-in HD camera. Tap the 'Camera’ icon to take pictures or the 'Video' icon to record videos. All
captured media can be viewed in the 'Photos' or 'Player' applications.

Use the 'Camera Sticker' feature to add fun filters and effects to your photos.

5.3 Games

Enjoy 15 pre-installed puzzle games designed to entertain and engage children. Access them via the 'Games' icon.

5.4 Music Player

The watch supports music playback. Connect the watch to a computer using the USB cable to transfer MP3 audio files to the
watch's internal storage. Play music through the 'Music' or 'Player' application.

5.5 Pedometer

The integrated pedometer tracks your child's steps throughout the day, encouraging physical activity. View step count in the
'Pedometer' application.

5.6 Flashlight

Activate the flashlight function from the main menu for convenient illumination in dark environments.

« Sound Teacher: Educational tool for sounds.

« Habit Tracking: A unique feature to help cultivate good habits (e.g., breakfast time, walk the dog, go to school, lunch,
sports, go home, dinner, housework, homework, reading, go to bed, get up, brush your teeth).
