SETUP

1. Inserting Batteries

1. Remove the battery cover from the bottom of the toothbrush handle by pressing the two small bumps on each side
and pulling down.

2. Insert the two AA batteries, ensuring correct polarity (+/-).

3. Replace the battery cover, pushing it firmly until it clicks into place.

2. Attaching the Brush Head

1. Align the brush head with the metal shaft on the toothbrush handle.

2. Push the brush head down firmly until it snaps into place. Ensure the small plastic grommet is in place to secure the
head.



OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Turning On/Off

Press the power button (marked with a universal power symbol) to turn the toothbrush on.

Press the power button again to turn the toothbrush off.

2. Brushing Technique



Apply a small amount of toothpaste to the brush head.

Place the brush head against your teeth, ensuring it covers one tooth at a time.

Move the brush head slowly from tooth to tooth, allowing the rotating action to clean each surface. The round brush
head is designed for a tooth-by-tooth clean.

The toothbrush features a 2-minute coaching timer, which helps ensure you brush for the dentist-recommended
duration.

MAINTENANCE

1. Cleaning

After each use, switch off the handle and remove the brush head.

Rinse both parts separately with water.

Wipe them dry before reassembling.

2. Replacing the Brush Head

Replace the brush head every 3 months, or sooner if the brush head becomes worn or no longer fits properly.

The Oral-B Pro 100 is compatible with various Oral-B brush heads, including CrossAction, Sensitive Gum Care,
FlossAction, and 3D White. Ensure you use genuine Oral-B replacement brush heads.

TROUBLESHOOTING

1. Toothbrush not turning on or weak performance:

Check if the batteries are correctly inserted with the proper polarity.

Replace the two AA batteries with new ones. The included batteries are designed for consistent performance, but
will eventually need replacement.

2. Brush head feels loose or ineffective:

Ensure the brush head is firmly snapped onto the handle.

If the brush head is worn (typically after 3 months of use), replace it with a new genuine Oral-B brush head.

If the toothbrush was dropped, replace the brush head immediately, even if no visible damage is present.
