Probuct OVERVIEW

The PUSOKEI MP3 Player features a compact design with a 1.8-inch LCD screen and intuitive controls. It
supports various audio formats for lossless sound quality.

SETUP

1. Charging the Device

Before first use, fully charge the MP3 player. Connect the provided charging cable to the charging port on the
device and a USB power source. A full charge typically takes approximately 2 hours and provides up to 8 hours of
playback time.

2. Inserting a Memory Card

The MP3 player supports up to 64GB of external memory via a Micro SD card (not included). Locate the TF card
slot on the device and gently insert the Micro SD card until it clicks into place. Ensure the card is inserted correctly

to avoid damage.

3. Connecting Earphones

Plug the included earphones into the 3.5mm headphone port on the device.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Power On/Off

To power on the device, press and hold the Play/Fade button. To power off, press and hold the Play/Fade button
again until the screen turns off.

2. Basic Navigation
Use the Menu/Enter button to access the main menu and confirm selections. Use the Next Song/Volume Up and
Previous Song/Volume Down buttons to scroll through menu options.

3. Music Playback

From the main menu, select "Music". Browse your audio files using the navigation buttons. Press the Play/Fade
button to start or pause a song. The player supports lossless sound quality for MP3, WMA, FLAC, APE, AAC,
OGG, and ACELP formats.

4. Volume Adjustment

« Photo Viewing: Browse photos on the 1.8-inch LCD screen.

MAINTENANCE

durability, but excessive force can cause damage.

Charge the device regularly, even if not in use
for extended periods, to maintain battery health.

Solution

Charge the device for at least 30 minutes. If still
unresponsive, perform a reset (if available, check product for
a small reset pinhole).

Increase volume. Ensure earphones are fully plugged in. Test
with another pair of earphones.

Reinsert the Micro SD card. Ensure the card is formatted
correctly (FAT32 recommended). Try a different Micro SD
card.

Ensure files are in supported formats (MP3, WMA, FLAC,
APE, AAC, OGG, ACELP for audio; AMV for video). Try
playing other files.
