1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for the safe and efficient operation, installation, and maintenance
of your GGM Gastro KG400T1ND ECO Stainless Steel Refrigerator. Please read these instructions carefully
before using the appliance and retain them for future reference. Proper use and maintenance will ensure
optimal performance and longevity of your refrigerator.

2. IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Always follow basic safety precautions when using electrical appliances to reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock, and injury.

o Ensure the appliance is connected to a properly grounded electrical outlet with the correct voltage (220-
240V / 1N/PE / 50 Hz).

« Do not operate the refrigerator with a damaged power cord or plug.

« Keep ventilation openings clear of obstruction.

« Do not store explosive substances such as aerosol cans with a flammable propellant in this appliance.

o Only qualified personnel should perform repairs or maintenance.

o Unplug the appliance before cleaning or performing any maintenance.

« This appliance is designed for commercial use.

3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

3.1 Unpacking

Carefully remove all packaging materials. Inspect the refrigerator for any damage that may have occurred
during transit. Report any damage to your supplier immediately.
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3.2 Placement

Place the refrigerator on a firm, level surface capable of supporting its weight (approximately 98.66 kg). Ensure
adequate ventilation around the unit. Maintain a minimum clearance of 10 cm (4 inches) from walls or other
objects to allow for proper airflow and heat dissipation. Avoid direct sunlight or proximity to heat sources.

3.3 Electrical Connection

Connect the refrigerator to a dedicated, grounded electrical outlet. Verify that the power supply matches the
specifications: 220-240 Volt / 1N/PE / 50 Hz.

3.4 Initial Cleaning

Before first use, clean the interior and exterior of the refrigerator with a mild detergent and warm water. Rinse
thoroughly and dry completely.

3.5 Shelf Installation

The refrigerator comes with 4 height-adjustable grids and 4 pairs of stainless steel rails. Insert the rails into the
desired slots on the interior walls and place the grids securely on top of the rails. Ensure shelves are level and
stable before loading.

3.6 Door Reversal

The door hinge is reversible, allowing you to change the door's opening direction to suit your kitchen layout.
This procedure should be performed by a qualified technician.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Control Panel

The refrigerator is equipped with a digital thermostat located at the top, behind the front panel, for precise
temperature control and monitoring.

4.2 Temperature Setting

The factory default temperature setting is suitable for most applications. To adjust the temperature, refer to the



specific instructions provided with the digital thermostat controller. The operating temperature range is -2 °C to
8 °C.

4.3 Loading the Refrigerator

Distribute items evenly on the shelves. Do not overload shelves; each shelf has a maximum load capacity of
60 kg. Ensure that items do not block the internal air circulation vents, as this can impair cooling efficiency.
The forced air refrigeration system ensures powerful and constant cooling.

4.4 Door Lock

The refrigerator features an integrated door lock for secure storage of contents. Use the provided key to lock
and unlock the door as needed.

5. MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

5.1 Regular Cleaning



To maintain hygiene and efficiency, clean the refrigerator regularly. Unplug the unit before cleaning. Use a soft
cloth with mild, non-abrasive detergent and warm water for both interior and exterior surfaces. Avoid using
harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners that could damage the stainless steel finish. Rinse and dry thoroughly.

5.2 Gasket Maintenance

The door gaskets are easily interchangeable for convenient cleaning and replacement. Regularly inspect
gaskets for wear and tear to ensure a tight seal, which is crucial for energy efficiency.

5.3 Automatic Defrost Function

The refrigerator is equipped with an automatic defrost function, eliminating the need for manual defrosting.
During the defrost cycle, water will drain into an evaporation tray. Ensure the drain is clear to prevent water
buildup.
