« Initial Setup: After receiving the unit, allow it to stand upright for at least 12 hours before plugging it in for the
first time. This allows the refrigerant to settle.

o Cleaning: Before first use and periodically thereafter, wipe the inside and outside of the refrigerator with a
damp cloth. Ensure it is completely dry before turning it on.

o Placement: Do not place the refrigerator in direct sunlight, as this may cause the refrigerator door to become
deformed and affect performance. Ensure adequate ventilation around the unit.

o Power Source: Use only the provided DC power cord (12V/24V) or AC adapter (100-240V) for power.
Ensure the voltage matches the unit's requirements.

o Inclination: The unit is designed with a shock-proof design to operate with no problem in case of a 30°
inclination when off-road.

o Battery Protection: Utilize the 3-level battery monitor to prevent draining your vehicle's battery. Adjust the
protection mode as needed.

Control Panel Functions:

o ON/OFF Button: Hold for 3 seconds to turn the unit on or off.
« MAX/ECO Switch: Press the settings key to switch between MAX (fast cooling) and ECO (energy-saving)



modes.

Temperature Control (+/-): Press '+' to increase temperature, '-' to decrease. Touch to adjust by 1 unit, hold

for fast adjustment.

°F/°C Switch: Hold '+' and '-' simultaneously for 3 seconds to switch between Fahrenheit and Celsius.

Unlock: Hold the settings key for 3 seconds to unlock the control panel.

« H-M-L Mode (Battery Protection): Hold the settings key for 3 seconds to switch the battery protection mode
(High, Medium, Low).

6. TEMPERATURE SETTINGS

The BougeRV CR22 can function as both a refrigerator and a freezer, with a temperature range from -8°F to
50°F (-22°C to 10°C).

To adjust the temperature, use the '+' and '-' buttons on the control panel. The display will show the current
internal temperature and the set temperature.

7. BATTERY PROTECTION



The RV fridge/freezer is equipped with a 3-level battery monitor to prevent the fridge from draining your
vehicle's battery. You can choose at what battery voltage the fridge shuts off to prevent complete battery drain.

The battery protection mode works when you use a 12V/24V DC power supply, such as a 12V battery. For
example, when setting to H Mode, the input voltage must be higher than 12.5V to turn on the refrigerator
(otherwise the E1 code will be thrown out); if it is lower than 11.3V, the refrigerator will automatically turn itself
off. The factory default voltage protection level is set to H mode.

8. POWERING THE REFRIGERATOR

The BougeRV CR22 offers multiple power options for maximum flexibility.

e 12V/24V DC: Connect directly to your vehicle's cigarette lighter socket (SUV, Truck, RV, Camper, Van,

o 100-240V AC: Use the provided AC adapter to plug into a standard home outlet or a compatible power
station.

o Solar Power: Can be powered by a solar panel connected to a power station, offering an off-grid solution.

Store with the lid slightly
ajar to prevent odors and mildew.

o Avoid Direct Sunlight: As mentioned in safety instructions, prolonged exposure to direct sunlight can cause
deformation and reduce efficiency.

10. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter any issues with your BougeRV CR22, please refer to the following common troubleshooting
tips. For persistent problems, contact customer support.

o Unit Not Turning On: Check power connections. Ensure the power source (12V/24V DC or 100-240V AC) is
active. If using DC, check battery protection mode and voltage. An E1 code indicates low voltage.

« Insufficient Cooling: Ensure the lid is properly sealed. Check for obstructions in ventilation areas. Verify the
temperature setting is appropriate for desired cooling/freezing.

o Unusual Noise: A low humming sound is normal during compressor operation. If the noise is excessive or
unusual, ensure the unit is on a stable surface and not vibrating against other objects.

o Error Codes: If an error code appears on the display (e.g., E1), consult the user manual for specific
meanings and solutions.
