SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

1. Unpack: Remove the heat mat from its plastic bag and dispose of packaging properly.

2. Placement: Place your heat mat on a flat, dry surface, away from water and direct sunlight. Ensure the mat is flat and
fully expanded.

3. Connect Power: Plug the heat mat's power cord into an electrical outlet.

4. Thermostat Connection: Connect the digital thermostat controller to the heat mat. The NTC probe should be placed in
the soil or water to monitor the temperature accurately.

5. Daisy-Chain Multiple Mats: For multiple mats, connect them one by one using their waterproof connectors. The
controller can manage up to six mats.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Temperature Control

The digital thermostat controller supports a temperature range of 32°F (0°C) to 108°F (42°C).

Use the 'SET' button to adjust the desired temperature. The controller allows selection between Celsius and Fahrenheit.

For optimal seed germination, maintain the root area temperature between 68°F (20°C) and 86°F (30°C).

The NTC probe provides real-time soil temperature monitoring to ensure a comfortable environment for your plants.

Seed Starting Process

1. Prepare Starter Mix: Ensure your starter mix or pellets are moist before placing them on the heat mat. They should be
dark brown and fully expanded in the cells.

2. Sow Seeds: Sow 2-3 seeds per cell and then place your greenhouse dome over the tray.

3. Monitor: Keep the greenhouse dome in clear sight. When the starter mix or pellets appear to be light brown, add a small
amount of water to the inside of the tray.

4. Germination: After the first seeds germinate, prop your greenhouse dome open 1-1/2 inches.

5. Remove Tray: When half of the tray has germinated seedlings, remove the greenhouse dome and unplug your heat mat,
then remove the tray from it.

MAINTENANCE

The LUXBIRD seedling heat mats are constructed from durable PVC material with a fireproof surface.

They feature an IP67 waterproof rating, making them anti-abrasion, dustproof, flame-resistant, and easy to clean.

To clean, simply wipe the surface with a damp cloth. Ensure the mat is unplugged and dry before storage or next use.
