INTRODUCTION

This manual provides instructions for the assembly, setup, operation, and maintenance of your Ironton
Galvanized Steel Raised Garden Bed, Model NP-PB103. This product is designed for outdoor use to
create an elevated planting area for flowers, vegetables, and herbs.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Please read and understand all instructions before assembly and use. Failure to follow these instructions
may result in injury or damage to the product.

o Wear appropriate personal protective equipment, such as gloves, during assembly to prevent cuts
from sharp edges.

o Ensure all screws are securely tightened before filling the garden bed.
o Place the garden bed on a level, stable surface to prevent tipping.
o Do not allow children to play on or around the assembled garden bed.

o Avoid placing the garden bed in areas where it could obstruct pathways or create a tripping hazard.

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AssemBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps to assemble your raised garden bed. A Phillips head screwdriver and a wrench (not
included) may be required.

Step 1: Connect Side Panels to Corner Pieces

Attach the longer side panels and shorter end panels to the corner pieces using the provided screws and
nuts. Ensure the corrugated edges align properly. Do not fully tighten screws until all panels are in place.

Step 2: Form the Rectangular Structure

Continue connecting all panels and corner pieces to form the complete rectangular shape of the garden
bed. Once all panels are loosely attached, go back and securely tighten all screws and nuts.

Step 3: Install Center Support Bar (If Applicable)

If your model includes a center support bar, attach it across the width of the garden bed according to the
pre-drilled holes. This bar provides additional stability to prevent bowing when filled with soil.

SEeTUP

Location Selection

Choose a level area in your garden or patio that receives adequate sunlight for the plants you intend to
grow. Ensure the chosen location has good drainage.

Ground Preparation

Clear the chosen area of weeds, rocks, and debris. Level the ground as much as possible to ensure the
garden bed sits evenly. This model installs directly into the soil without a separate base.

Filling the Garden Bed

Fill the raised garden bed with a suitable soil mix. A common practice is to layer organic materials (e.g.,
branches, leaves) at the bottom for drainage and nutrient release, followed by a high-quality topsoil or
raised bed mix. The bed has a capacity of approximately 24 cubic feet.

OPERATING YOUR Raisep GARDEN BED

Planting

Once filled, the garden bed is ready for planting. Follow recommended spacing and depth for your chosen
plants. The 12-inch depth is suitable for a wide variety of vegetables, flowers, and herbs.

Watering

Raised beds tend to drain faster than in-ground gardens, so monitor soil moisture regularly and water as
needed. Ensure even moisture distribution throughout the soil.

Modular Design

This garden bed features a modular design, allowing for the addition of multiple boxes to create a larger
garden area. Refer to specific instructions if expanding your garden bed.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning

Periodically inspect the garden bed for debris or soil buildup on the exterior. Clean with water and a soft
brush if necessary. Avoid abrasive cleaners that could damage the galvanized finish.

Inspection

Regularly check all screws and connections to ensure they remain tight. Re-tighten if any looseness is
detected. Inspect the galvanized steel for any signs of damage or excessive wear.

Rust Resistance

The galvanized steel construction provides rust resistance for durability in outdoor conditions. While
designed to resist rust, prolonged exposure to harsh chemicals or standing water may affect its longevity.



TROUBLESHOOTING

Garden Bed Appears Unstable

o Ensure all screws and nuts are fully tightened.

» Verify that the garden bed is placed on a level surface. Adjust the ground underneath if necessary.

Sides Bowing Outward After Filling

o Confirm that the center support bar (if included) is properly installed and secured.

o Ensure the soil is not overly compacted, which can exert excessive pressure on the sides.
