TROUBLESHOOTING

o Check the network signal strength on the router's display. If the signal is weak, try moving to a
different location.

o Restart the router and your connected device.
« Slow Speed:

o Reduce the number of connected devices.
o Ensure you are within optimal range of the router.

o Check your data plan for any speed limitations or data caps.
« Device Not Connecting to WiFi:

o Verify that the WiFi password entered is correct.
o Restart both the router and the device attempting to connect.

o Check if the router has reached its maximum number of connected devices (up to 10).
