Removing the SD Card:



Always ensure your device is powered off or the card is safely ejected through the device's software
menu before physical removal to prevent data corruption.

1. Safely Eject: If your device has a software option to "Eject SD Card" or "Unmount Storage," use it.
2. Power Off: If no software eject option is available, power off the device completely.

3. Press to Release: Gently press the Micro SD card inward until it clicks, then release. The card
should spring out slightly, allowing you to pull it out.

« Physical Handling: Avoid touching the gold contacts on the card. Hold the card by its edges.

« Environmental Protection: While the card is designed to be water-resistant, anti-magnetic,
shockproof, and temperature-resistant, avoid exposing it to extreme conditions unnecessarily.

o Regular Backups: Periodically back up important data from the SD card to another storage
device (e.g., computer hard drive, cloud storage) to prevent data loss.

o Formatting: If the card's performance degrades or you encounter frequent errors, reformatting the
card (after backing up data) can often resolve issues. Use the device's built-in format function or a
reliable SD card formatter on a computer.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

Card Not Recognized:

+ Reinsert the Card: Remove the card and reinsert it carefully, ensuring it is seated correctly.
« Restart Device: Power off and restart your device.

o Check Compatibility: Verify that your device supports Micro SD cards of 64GB capacity. Some
older devices may have limitations.

o Try Another Device/Reader: Test the card in a different compatible device or an external SD card
reader to determine if the issue is with the card or the original device.

o Clean Contacts: Gently clean the gold contacts on the SD card with a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.

Slow Performance or Errors:

o Free Up Space: Ensure the card is not nearly full. Performance can degrade when storage is
almost exhausted.

« Format the Card: If data is backed up, format the card using your device's utility or a computer.
This can resolve file system corruption.

o Check for Malware: If used with a computer, scan the card for viruses or malware.

o Verify Device Speed: Ensure your device's card reader or controller supports the card's speed
class. Using a high-speed card in a low-speed reader will limit performance.



Data Loss:

o Avoid Further Use: If you suspect data loss, stop using the card immediately to prevent
overwriting lost data.

« Data Recovery Software: Consider using reputable data recovery software. Note that success is
not guaranteed.
