4. ProbucTt OVERVIEW

Familiarize yourself with the ports and buttons on your MagicRaven portable monitor:
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Image 4.1: Side view of the monitor detailing its various ports and controls.

o USB-C Full Function Ports (x2): Used for power, video, and data transmission. Supports single-cable
connection for compatible devices.

o Mini HDMI Port: Used for video input from devices with HDMI output.

3.5mm Audio Jack: For connecting external headphones or speakers.

Power/Back Button: Powers the monitor on/off and serves as a 'back' function in the OSD menu.



o Menu Button: Accesses the On-Screen Display (OSD) menu.
o "UP" Button: Navigates up in the OSD menu or increases values.
» "DOWN" Button: Navigates down in the OSD menu or decreases values.

o Built-in Speakers: Located on the sides or rear of the monitor for audio output.

5. SETuP GUIDE

5.1 Initial Setup

1. Unpack the monitor and all accessories from the box.

2. Attach the smart cover to the monitor, which can also function as a stand. Adjust the stand to your desired
viewing angle.

3. Ensure the monitor is placed on a stable, flat surface.
5.2 Connecting to Devices
The MagicRaven portable monitor offers flexible connectivity options:
5.2.1 Connecting to a Laptop/PC (USB-C)
If your laptop/PC has a full-featured USB-C port (supporting DisplayPort Alternate Mode and power delivery):

o Connect one end of the USB-C to USB-C cable to the full-featured USB-C port on your laptop/PC.
o Connect the other end to one of the USB-C full function ports on the monitor.

o The monitor should automatically detect the signal and display the screen. Power will also be supplied via this
single cable.

5.2.2 Connecting to a Laptop/PC (HDMI + USB-C for Power)

If your laptop/PC does not have a full-featured USB-C port, or for older devices:

o Connect one end of the Mini HDMI to HDMI cable to the HDMI port on your laptop/PC.
o Connect the Mini HDMI end to the Mini HDMI port on the monitor.



o Connect the USB-A to USB-C cable from your laptop's USB-A port (or the included power adapter) to one of
the USB-C full function ports on the monitor for power.

5.2.3 Connecting to a Smartphone/Tablet (USB-C)
If your smartphone/tablet has a full-featured USB-C port:

o Connect one end of the USB-C to USB-C cable to your smartphone/tablet.
o Connect the other end to one of the USB-C full function ports on the monitor.

o The monitor will display your device's screen. Ensure your phone/tablet supports video output over USB-C.

5.2.4 Connecting to Gaming Consoles (PS5/4, Xbox, Switch)

o For PS5/4, Xbox: Connect the Mini HDMI to HDMI cable from your console to the monitor's Mini HDMI port.
Power the monitor using the USB-A to USB-C cable connected to a power adapter or a USB port on your

console/PC.

o For Nintendo Switch: Connect the USB-C to USB-C cable from the Switch console (not the dock) to one of
the monitor's USB-C full function ports. Ensure the Switch is powered sufficiently.

6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

6.1 Power On/Off

o To power on, press the Power/Back button.



o To power off, press and hold the Power/Back button for a few seconds until the screen turns off.

6.2 On-Screen Display (OSD) Menu

The OSD menu allows you to adjust various display settings:

Press the Menu button to open the OSD menu.

. Use the "UP" and "DOWN" buttons to navigate through the menu options.

. Press the Menu button again to select an option or enter a sub-menu.

Use the "UP" and "DOWN" buttons to adjust values or select sub-options.

. Press the Power/Back button to go back to the previous menu or exit the OSD.

6.3 Common OSD Settings

Brightness/Contrast: Adjust the overall luminance and contrast of the display.

Color Settings: Modify color temperature, hue, and saturation.

Input Source: Manually select the input source (USB-C 1, USB-C 2, Mini HDMI) if auto-detection fails.
HDR Mode: Enable or disable High Dynamic Range for enhanced visual quality with HDR content.
Low Blue Light: Reduces blue light emission to minimize eye strain during prolonged use.

FreeSync: Synchronizes the monitor's refresh rate with the graphics card's frame rate to reduce screen tearing
and stuttering (for compatible devices).

Audio Settings: Adjust volume or mute the built-in speakers.

6.4 Portrait and Landscape Mode

The monitor supports both portrait and landscape orientations. You can adjust the display orientation through your
connected device's operating system settings (e.g., Windows Display Settings, macOS Display Preferences). The
VESA mount compatibility allows for flexible physical positioning.

7. MAINTENANCE AND CARE

o Cleaning the Screen: Gently wipe the screen with a soft, lint-free cloth. For stubborn marks, dampen the cloth
slightly with water or a non-abrasive screen cleaner. Avoid using alcohol, ammonia, or abrasive cleaners.



Cleaning the Casing: Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe the monitor's casing.

o Avoid Liquids: Do not spray liquids directly onto the monitor.

Storage: When not in use, store the monitor in a cool, dry place, preferably in its original packaging or
protective cover, to prevent dust accumulation and damage.

« Handle with Care: Avoid dropping or subjecting the monitor to strong impacts.
