3. SETUP

3.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge the F28 player using the provided USB-C cable. Connect the USB-C cable
to the player's USB-C port and the other end to a compatible USB power adapter (not included) or a
computer's USB port. The device typically comes with a partial charge (around 50%).

3.2 Powering On/Off
o To Power On: Press and hold the power button (located on the side) for a few seconds until the
Surfans logo appears on the screen.
o To Power Off: Press and hold the power button for a few seconds until the device powers down.
e Screen On/Off: A quick press of the power button will turn the screen on or off, saving battery
while the device remains active. The blue LED indicator on the side confirms the device is on.
3.3 Language Selection
Upon the first power-on, you will be prompted to select your preferred language from a list of options.
Use the touchscreen to select "English" or your desired language.
3.4 Inserting a Micro SD Card

The F28 supports up to 512GB of expandable memory via a Micro SD card. Locate the SD card slot on
the bottom of the device. Gently insert the Micro SD card into the slot until it clicks into place. Ensure
the card is inserted correctly to avoid damage.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 User Interface Navigation

The F28 features a responsive 3.5-inch IPS full touch screen. Navigate the menus and select options by



tapping on the screen. To go back to the previous screen, swipe from the left edge of the screen or use
the back button if available on the interface.

4.2 Music Playback

¢ Scanning Songs: From the main menu, select "Scan Song" to update your music library after
adding new files to the SD card.

o My Music: Access your entire music library.
o Folders: Browse music files directly by folder structure.
o Playlists: Create and manage your custom music playlists.

« Physical Controls: Use the physical buttons on the side for play/pause, skip forward/backward,
and volume adjustment.
4.3 Volume Control

Adjust the volume using the gold-colored ALPS scroll wheel on the top right of the device. Alternatively,
when the volume display is active on the screen, you can use the touchscreen to adjust the volume
percentage.

4.4 Bluetooth Connectivity

The F28 supports dual-direction Bluetooth for connecting to Bluetooth headphones or speakers, or for
use as a Bluetooth decoding amplifier.

From the main menu, select "Bluetooth Setting".

Toggle Bluetooth to "On".

Select "Search Bluetooth devices" to find available devices.

Select your desired device from the list to pair and connect.

o Perform a "Scan Song" from the main menu to refresh the music library.

6.3 Bluetooth Pairing Issues

o Ensure both the F28 and the target Bluetooth device are in pairing mode.

« Check that the Bluetooth function is enabled on the F28.

+ Move the devices closer to each other to ensure they are within range.
