INTRODUCTION

This manual provides detailed instructions for the safe and efficient use of your P9 Pro Max Bluetooth Over-Ear Headset.
Please read this manual thoroughly before using the product and retain it for future reference.

ProbucTt OVERVIEW

The P9 Pro Max headset offers versatile audio connectivity with Bluetooth V5.1, wired AUX, and TF card playback. It
features a comfortable over-ear design with soft earcups and a flexible headband.

Headset Components

« Thick Soft Headband: Designed for comfort during extended wear.
« Soft Breathable Memory Foam Earmuffs: Provides comfort and passive noise isolation.

Adjustable Earcups: Ergonomic design allows for free adjustment to fit various head sizes.

Control Buttons: For power, volume, track control, and call management.

Type-C Charging Port: For charging the internal battery.

o 3.5mm AUX Port: For wired audio connection.

o TF Card Slot: For direct audio playback from a memory card.

40mm Speaker Drivers: Delivers clear stereo sound.

SEeTUP

1. Charging the Headset

Before first use, fully charge the headset. Use the provided Type-C charging cable to connect the headset's charging port to
a USB power source (e.g., computer, wall adapter). The charging indicator light will typically show red during charging and
turn off or blue when fully charged.

Charging Time: Approximately 2 hours.
Input Voltage: 3.7-5 V DC.

2. Power On/Off

o Power On: Press and hold the On/Off button for approximately 3 seconds until the indicator light flashes.

« Power Off: Press and hold the On/Off button for approximately 3 seconds until the indicator light turns off.

3. Bluetooth Pairing
After powering on, the headset will automatically enter pairing mode (indicator light will flash blue and red alternately).

1. Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on your device (smartphone, tablet, computer).

2. Search for available Bluetooth devices.

3. Select "P9 Pro Max" from the list of devices.

4. Once paired, the indicator light will flash blue slowly, and you will hear a confirmation tone.

5. Transmission Distance: Up to 10 meters (unobstructed).

Wired Connection (AUX Mode)

To use the headset with a wired connection, plug one end of a 3.5mm AUX cable into the headset's AUX port and the other
end into your audio device. The headset will automatically switch to wired mode. Note that some control functions may be
limited in wired mode.

TF Card Playback

Insert a TF (microSD) card loaded with audio files into the TF card slot on the headset. The headset will automatically detect
the card and begin playing music. Use the control buttons to manage playback.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the headset. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

« Storage: Store the headset in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.

« Battery Care: To prolong battery life, avoid fully discharging the battery frequently. Charge the headset regularly,
even if not in use for extended periods.

« Avoid Water: This headset is not waterproof. Avoid exposure to water or excessive moisture.

o Make sure Bluetooth is enabled on your device.

Cannot pair via Bluetooth. o Move the headset closer to your device (within 10m).

o Forget the device from your Bluetooth list and try pairing again.

o Restart both the headset and your device.

o Increase the volume on both the headset and your connected device.
No sound or low volume. o Ensure the headset is properly connected (Bluetooth or AUX).

o If using TF card, ensure audio files are compatible and the card is inserted correctly.

o Ensure there are no obstructions between the headset and your device.
