2. COMPATIBLE MODELS

This screen replacement is specifically designed for the Onn 10.1 tablet, model 100092980. It is essential
to verify your device's model number before purchasing and attempting installation to ensure compatibility.

4. IMPORTANT PRECAUTIONS

The replacement of the Onn 10.1 tablet screen, model 100092980, requires specialized tools and technical
expertise to separate the touch screen from the LCD. If you lack professional experience or equipment, it is
recommended to seek assistance from a qualified repair technician to prevent potential damage to your
device. Consider the following:



Power Off Device: Ensure the tablet is completely powered off before beginning any disassembly.

Static Electricity: Take precautions against static electricity, which can damage electronic
components. Use an anti-static wrist strap if available.

Handle with Care: The digitizer is fragile. Handle it by the edges and avoid applying pressure to the
center.

Protect Eyes: If the original screen is cracked, wear eye protection to guard against glass shards.

Heat Application: A heat gun or hairdryer may be necessary to soften adhesive. Apply heat evenly
and avoid overheating any single area.

Ribbon Cables: Be extremely careful when disconnecting and reconnecting ribbon cables. They are
delicate and easily damaged.

Test Before Final Assembly: Before fully reassembling the device, connect the new screen and test
its functionality (touch response, display) to ensure it works correctly.

5. INSTALLATION GUIDE

This section outlines the general steps for replacing the touch screen digitizer. Specific disassembly
procedures may vary slightly by device.

1. Prepare Workspace: Clear a clean, well-lit workspace. Gather all tools provided in the kit.

3. Heat the Edges: Carefully apply heat to the edges of the tablet screen using a heat gun or hairdryer.
This softens the adhesive holding the old digitizer in place.

4. Pry Open the Screen: Use the provided pry tools (plastic picks, suction cup) to gently separate the
old digitizer from the tablet frame. Start from a corner and work your way around the perimeter.
Exercise caution to avoid damaging internal components or the LCD underneath.

5. Disconnect Ribbon Cables: Once the old digitizer is sufficiently separated, carefully disconnect its
ribbon cable(s) from the tablet's main board.

6. Clean the Frame: Remove any remaining adhesive residue or glass fragments from the tablet frame.
Use the dust removal sticker to ensure a clean surface.

7. Apply New Adhesive: Apply the new double-sided adhesive tape to the tablet frame where the new
digitizer will sit.

8. Connect New Digitizer: Carefully connect the ribbon cable(s) of the new digitizer to the main board.

9. Test Functionality: Before fully securing the new screen, power on the tablet and test the touch
functionality across the entire screen. Check for any display issues.

10. Secure New Digitizer: If the test is successful, carefully align the new digitizer with the tablet frame
and press it firmly into place, ensuring the adhesive creates a secure bond.

11. Final Assembly: Reassemble any other parts that were removed during the process.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues after installation, consider the following common problems and potential solutions:

No Display or Partial Display: Ensure all ribbon cables are securely connected. Check for any
bends or tears in the cables.

Touch Not Responding: Verify the digitizer's ribbon cable is correctly seated. Ensure no debris is
interfering with the connection.



Dead Pixels or Lines: If the LCD underneath was damaged during removal, this replacement
digitizer will not resolve those issues as it does not include the LCD.

Dust Under Screen: Ensure the screen and tablet frame were thoroughly cleaned before installation.
Minor dust can be removed with a dust removal sticker before final sealing.

Screen Not Sticking: Ensure the frame is clean and free of old adhesive. Apply even pressure
during installation to activate the new adhesive.
