3. SETUP



3.1 App Installation (EASYFLASH PRO)

To utilize the full functionality of the ZARMST Flash Drive with your iOS device, download the dedicated
"EASYFLASH PRO" application from the App Store. The app facilitates file management, transfer, and
security features.

1. Connect the flash drive to your iPhone or iPad.

2. A prompt to download the "EASYFLASH PRO" app may appear. If not, manually search for
"EASYFLASH PRO" in the App Store.

3. Download and install the application.

4. Launch the app and grant necessary permissions for storage access.

3.2 Connecting to iPhone/iPad

The flash drive features a Lightning connector for direct connection to compatible iPhone and iPad models.
Simply plug the Lightning end of the flash drive into your device's charging port.

3.3 Connecting to PC

For computers, slide the connector to reveal the standard USB-A plug. Insert this into an available USB
port on your desktop or laptop computer. The device should be recognized automatically by your operating
system.



4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 File Transfer (Photos/Videos)

To transfer files from your iOS device to the flash drive:

1. Connect the flash drive and open the "EASYFLASH PRO" app.

2. Navigate to the "External Storage" section within the app.

3. Select the option to copy photos/videos from your device's library.

4. Choose the desired photos or videos and initiate the transfer.

4.2 File Management and Playback

The "EASYFLASH PRO" app allows you to view, access, and manage files stored on the flash drive. You
can browse through pictures, documents, and play videos or music directly from the drive without
transferring them back to your device.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Understanding Storage Capacity

Please note that the actual displayed capacity on your device may be slightly lower than the nominal
capacity (e.g., 256GB). This is due to the difference in how storage manufacturers (1GB = 1,000MB) and
operating systems (1GB = 1,024MB) calculate storage. This is a standard practice and does not indicate a
defect in the product.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

Device Not Recognized: Ensure the flash drive is fully inserted into the correct port. For iOS
devices, confirm the "EASYFLASH PRO" app is installed and running. For PCs, check your
computer's device manager.

Slow Transfer Speeds: Ensure you are using a USB 3.0 port for optimal speeds on compatible
computers. Transfer speeds can vary based on file size and system resources.

App Issues: If the app is not functioning correctly, try restarting the app or your device. Ensure the
app is updated to the latest version.

Data Corruption: Always safely eject the flash drive from your computer before removing it. Avoid
disconnecting the drive during file transfers.
