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INTRODUCTION

Product Overview

The INSTAR IN-8415 2K+ is an advanced indoor surveillance camera designed for comprehensive home monitoring.
It features a Sony STARVIS 2K+ image sensor, AI-based object detection, and flexible connectivity options including
LAN, PoE, and dual-band Wi-Fi (2.4 GHz and 5 GHz with WPA3 encryption). The camera offers pan-tilt-zoom (PTZ)
capabilities, a built-in PIR sensor, two-way audio, and night vision for reliable security. It also supports smart home
integrations like HomeKit and MQTT.

Data Security

INSTAR prioritizes your data privacy and security. The camera operates without requiring an account for basic use,
and all data is stored locally on the device. Secure transmission protocols like HTTPS, FTPS, and SFTP are
supported. Optional cloud services are hosted on German servers and are fully compliant with data protection
regulations. All cloud services can be optionally disabled.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Common Issues and Solutions

Verify the Wi-Fi password. Move the camera closer to the router.
Check for strong interference sources. Ensure you are connecting
to the correct 2.4 GHz or 5 GHz network.

Poor Image
Quality

Dirty lens; insufficient lighting;
network bandwidth issues.

Clean the camera lens. Ensure adequate lighting or verify night
vision is active. Check your network speed and reduce other
network traffic if necessary.

PIR sensor blocked; sensitivity
settings too low; detection
zones not configured.

Ensure the PIR sensor is clear. Adjust motion detection sensitivity
in the camera settings.
