3. PRODUCT FEATURES

Bluetooth 5.0 Connectivity: Functions as both a Bluetooth receiver and transmitter. Connect to Bluetooth-enabled
devices like phones, tablets, or headphones (receiver mode) or transmit audio to Bluetooth speakers (transmitter
mode). Offers a 33-foot connectivity range for stable and fast transmission.

FM Radio Function: Built-in full-band FM radio (76 MHz-108 MHz) for listening to news, music, and weather.

LED Display: Front-facing LED screen displays current playback mode (CD/Bluetooth/FM/AUX/USB) and playing
time for easy operation.

USB Input: Supports USB flash drives (up to 32 GB) with MP3, WMA, and FLAC formats.

AUX Input/Output: 3.5mm jack for connecting external audio devices (MP3 players, mobile phones) or connecting
to headphones.

Last Memory Function: Remembers the last playback track and resumes from where it left off.

Remote Control: Conveniently control the player from up to ten meters away.

A-B Repeat Playback & Speed +/-: Ideal for language learners and audio book enthusiasts.

Built-in Speakers: Integrated HIFI loud speakers for direct audio playback.

4. SETUP GUIDE

4.1 Power Connection

1. Connect the provided AC adapter to the DC 5V port on the CD player.

2. Plug the AC adapter into a standard wall outlet.

3. Slide the Power On/Off switch to the "ON" position. The LED display will light up.

4.2 Wall Mounting (Optional)
Use the included wall-mounted plate and screws to securely attach the CD player to a wall. Ensure the mounting surface
is stable and can support the device's weight.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 CD Playback

1. Open the CD cover by pressing the "CD Cover Open" button (12).

2. Insert a CD with the label side facing up.

3. Close the CD cover. The player will automatically detect the CD and begin playback.

4. Use the Play/Pause (6), Stop (7), Previous (8), and Next (9) buttons to control playback.

5. Adjust volume using VOL- (10) and VOL+ (11).

6. Press the Repeat (5) button to cycle through repeat modes (e.g., repeat one, repeat all, random).

7. Press the EQ (3) button to select different equalizer modes (Flat, Jazz, Pop, Rock, Classic).

5.2 Bluetooth Mode
The player supports both Bluetooth receiver and transmitter functions.



5.2.1 Bluetooth Receiver (Connect phone/tablet to CD player)

1. Press the MODE (2) button until "BT" appears on the LED screen (1).

2. On your mobile device, enable Bluetooth and search for "ARAFUNA CD Player".

3. Select the device to pair. Once connected, you can play audio from your mobile device through the CD player's
speakers.

5.2.2 Bluetooth Transmitter (Connect CD player to Bluetooth speaker/headphones)

1. Ensure your Bluetooth speaker or headphones are in pairing mode.

2. Press the BT TX (4) button on the CD player. The player will search for nearby Bluetooth audio devices.

3. Once connected, audio from the CD player (CD, FM, AUX, USB) will be transmitted to your external Bluetooth
device.

5.3 FM Radio

1. Press the MODE (2) button until "FM" appears on the LED screen (1).

2. Use the Previous (8) and Next (9) buttons to tune to desired radio stations.

3. The player can automatically scan and save stations. Refer to the full user manual for detailed scanning instructions.

5.4 AUX Input

1. Connect one end of the provided AUX cable to the AUX IN port (16) on the CD player.

2. Connect the other end to the audio output jack of your external device (e.g., MP3 player, smartphone).

3. Press the MODE (2) button until "AUX" appears on the LED screen (1).

4. Play audio from your external device. The sound will be output through the CD player's speakers or connected
headphones.

5.5 USB Playback

1. Insert a USB flash drive (formatted to FAT32, max 32GB) into the USB Port (17).

2. Press the MODE (2) button until "USB" appears on the LED screen (1).

3. The player will automatically detect and begin playing compatible audio files (MP3, WMA, FLAC).

4. Use the Play/Pause (6), Stop (7), Previous (8), and Next (9) buttons to control playback.

5.6 Remote Control Usage
The included remote control allows for convenient operation of all functions from a distance. Ensure there are no
obstructions between the remote and the player's IR receiver.
Functions available on the remote include: Power On/Off, Mode selection, Play/Pause, Stop, Previous/Next track, Volume
Up/Down, EQ mode, Repeat mode, A-B Repeat, and Speed +/-.

6. MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the exterior of the player. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Disc Care: Handle CDs by their edges. Keep them clean and free of scratches. Store discs in their cases when not
in use.

Storage: When not in use for extended periods, unplug the player and store it in a cool, dry place.

Laser Lens: Do not touch the laser lens inside the CD compartment. If cleaning is necessary, use a specialized CD
lens cleaner disc.



7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Player does not
power on.

Power cable not connected; Power
switch off.

Ensure AC adapter is securely plugged in and power
switch is ON.

"NO DISC" error
displayed.

No CD inserted; CD inserted
incorrectly; Damaged/dirty CD.

Insert a CD, ensure it's label side up. Clean or try another
CD.

No sound from
speakers.

Volume too low; Mute activated;
Incorrect mode selected.

Increase volume. Check if muted. Ensure correct mode
(CD, BT, AUX, USB, FM) is selected.

Bluetooth pairing
failed.

Device too far; Pairing mode not
active; Interference.

Ensure devices are within 33ft. Put both devices in pairing
mode. Restart devices.

Remote control
not working.

Batteries low/dead; Obstruction; Not
pointed at IR receiver.

Replace remote batteries. Remove obstructions. Point
remote directly at the player.
