1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides detailed instructions for the setup, operation, and maintenance of your FASTWD 10-inch
Android 14 Tablet. Please read this manual thoroughly before using your device to ensure proper functionality and
to maximize your user experience.

The FASTWD Tablet features the latest Android 14 operating system, offering enhanced performance and user
interface customization. It comes equipped with 36GB RAM (12GB physical + 24GB virtual) and 128GB ROM,
expandable up to 1TB via Micro SD, providing ample space for applications, media, and documents.

Key features include dual-band 2.4Ghz/5.0Ghz Wi-Fi, Bluetooth 5.0, a 10-inch IPS HD display with 1280x800
resolution, dual stereo speakers, and an 8000mAh battery for extended use.

3. SETUP

3.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge your tablet. Connect the provided charging unit and data cable to the tablet's Type-C
port. The battery indicator on the screen will show charging progress.

3.2 Power On/Off

o To Power On: Press and hold the power button located on the side of the tablet until the FASTWD logo
appears.

o To Power Off: Press and hold the power button until the power options menu appears. Select "Power off" and
confirm.

o To Restart: From the power options menu, select "Restart” and confirm.

3.3 Initial Setup Wizard
Upon first power-on, the Android 14 setup wizard will guide you through essential configurations:

1. Select your preferred language.
2. Connect to a Wi-Fi network.

3. Sign in with your Google account or create a new one. This is necessary to access the Google Play Store and
other Google services.

4. Set up screen lock (PIN, pattern, or password).

5. Review and accept Google services terms.

3.4 Connecting Accessories (Keyboard & Mouse)
The included keyboard and mouse connect via Bluetooth.

1. Ensure the keyboard and mouse are charged and powered on.

2. On your tablet, go to Settings > Connected devices > Bluetooth.
3. Turn on Bluetooth. The tablet will scan for available devices.

. Select the keyboard or mouse from the list of available devices. Follow any on-screen prompts to complete
pairing.

3.5 Expanding Storage (Micro SD)
The tablet supports Micro SD cards up to 1TB for expanded storage.

1. Locate the Micro SD card slot on the side of the tablet.
2. Gently insert the Micro SD card into the slot until it clicks into place.

3. The tablet will prompt you to format the card. Follow the on-screen instructions. You can choose to format it as
portable storage (for media) or internal storage (for apps and data).

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Battery Management

The 8000mAh battery, combined with Al Smart Power Management, provides approximately 8 hours of online video

playback. To prolong battery life:

» Avoid extreme temperatures.

« Do not let the battery drain completely before recharging regularly.

o Use the provided charging unit.

o Utilize Dark Theme and Night Lighting Mode to reduce power consumption.

5.2 Storage Management

With 128GB ROM (expandable up to 1TB), you have ample storage. Regularly manage your storage by:

¢ Uninstalling unused applications.

o Deleting unnecessary files and media.

o Moving large files to an external Micro SD card.

5.3 Cleaning the Tablet

Use a soft, lint-free cloth to clean the screen and body of the tablet. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive

materials.

Charge the tablet for at least 30 minutes. If still unresponsive,
press and hold the power button for 10-15 seconds to force a
restart.

Check Wi-Fi password. Restart your router. Toggle Wi-Fi off and
on in tablet settings. Ensure you are within range of the Wi-Fi
signal.

Ensure accessory is in pairing mode. Check tablet Bluetooth
settings. Restart both devices.

Close background apps. Clear cache. Free up storage space.
Restart the tablet.

Force restart the tablet by holding the power button.
