Featuring Bluetooth 5.3 technology and CVC noise
reduction, it ensures stable connections and clear sound quality.

This adapter supports both Transmitter (TX) and Receiver (RX) modes, making it compatible with a wide range of devices
such as TVs, PCs, MP3/MP4 players, car audio systems, speakers, and headphones. Its compact design and long battery
life provide convenience for both stationary and portable use.

SeTuP AND CHARGING

Initial Charging
Before first use, please fully charge the device.

1. Connect the provided Micro USB charging cable to the Type-C Charging Port on the adapter.

2. Connect the other end of the USB cable to a standard USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port.



3. The indicator light will show charging status (specific color/behavior not detailed in source, assume it indicates
charging).
4. Afull charge typically takes approximately 2 hours.

Note: It is not recommended to use the device while charging, as this may introduce current noise.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Switching Modes

The device features a physical switch to select between Receiver (RX) and Transmitter (TX) modes.Always shut down
the device before switching modes.

Receiver Mode (RX)

In RX mode, the adapter receives Bluetooth audio from your smartphone or other Bluetooth-enabled devices and outputs
it to non-Bluetooth audio equipment like wired headphones, car audio systems, or home speakers.

Ensure the device is charged.

Connect the OQIMAX adapter (B-10S) to your non-Bluetooth audio device (e.g., headphones, car AUX input,
speaker) using the 3.5mm audio cable.

. Slide the mode switch to theRX position.

Press and hold the Multi-function Button to power on the device. The blue indicator light will flash rapidly, indicating
it is in pairing mode.
On your Bluetooth-enabled device (e.g., smartphone), search for Bluetooth devices and select "B-10S" to pair.

Once connected, the blue indicator light will become solid. You can now stream audio wirelessly to your connected
non-Bluetooth device.

To answer/end calls or play/pause music, press the Multi-function Button.

Transmitter Mode (TX)

In TX mode, the adapter transmits audio from non-Bluetooth devices (like TVs or PCs) to Bluetooth-enabled headphones
or speakers.

1. Ensure the device is charged.

2. Connect the OQIMAX adapter (B-10S) to your non-Bluetooth audio source (e.g., TV, PC, CD player) using the
3.5mm audio cable.

3. Slide the mode switch to the TX position.

4. Press and hold the Multi-function Button to power on the device. The red indicator light will flash rapidly, indicating it
is in pairing mode.

5. Place your Bluetooth headphones or speaker into pairing mode.

6. The OQIMAX adapter will automatically search for and connect to nearby Bluetooth receiving devices.

7. Once connected, the red indicator light will become solid. Audio from your non-Bluetooth source will now be



transmitted wirelessly to your Bluetooth headphones/speaker.

MAINTENANCE

Check that the 3.5mm audio cable is securely connected to both the
adapter and the audio device.

Adjust volume on both the adapter and the connected audio device.
Move away from other wireless devices or sources of interference.
Avoid using the device while it is charging to prevent current noise.

Reduce the distance between the adapter and the connected device.
Ensure there are no major obstructions (walls, large metal objects)
between devices.
