This 7-inch Android 15 tablet is
designed for children, featuring robust parental controls, a durable shockproof case, and a focus on educational and
entertaining content.

PRODUCT OVERVIEW

SETUP

Initial Power On

To power on the tablet, press and hold the Power button located on the top right side until the screen illuminates. The tablet



will boot up to the main interface.

Connecting to Wi-Fi

A Wi-Fi connection is required for downloading apps, browsing the internet, and accessing online content.

1. From the home screen, swipe down from the top to open the Quick Settings panel.

2. Tap the Wi-Fi icon to enable Wi-Fi.

3. Tap and hold the Wi-Fi icon to go to Wi-Fi settings.

4. Toggle "Use Wi-Fi" to the ON position.

5. Select your desired Wi-Fi network from the list.

6. Enter the Wi-Fi password if prompted, then tap "Connect".

7. Once connected, the network name will show "Connected".

Setting up Parental Controls

The tablet features a parental control mode to manage content, set educational goals, and limit screen time.

1. From the Kids Space interface, tap the "Quit" button (often an apple icon with a face).

2. Enter the default parent password "0000" and confirm.

3. This will exit the Kids Space and take you to the standard Android interface.

4. To re-enter Kids Space, locate the iWawa app icon and tap it.

5. Within the parental control settings (accessed from the standard Android interface or by tapping the parent icon in
Kids Space), you can:

Filter content based on age.

Set educational goals.

Manage screen time limits.

Whitelist or blacklist websites and applications.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Navigating the Interface

The tablet runs on Android 15 OS, offering a user-friendly interface. Swipe left or right on the home screen to access
different pages of apps. Use the navigation buttons at the bottom of the screen (Back, Home, Recent Apps) for quick
navigation.

Using Pre-installed Apps

The tablet comes preloaded with the Google Kids Space app and the iWawa software, offering a variety of age-appropriate
content.

Google Kids Space: Provides a curated library of apps, books, and videos suitable for children. Requires a Google
account setup by a parent.

iWawa: Offers a collection of educational games and activities. A Wi-Fi connection is required for some features
within iWawa to function correctly.

8GB of memory (3GB physical + 5GB virtual) and 32GB of flash memory. Storage can be expanded up to 1TB via the micro
SD card slot.

Connectivity

The tablet supports 2.4GHz and 5GHz Wi-Fi for stable and fast connections, along with Bluetooth 5.0 for connecting
wireless accessories.

MAINTENANCE

Charging

Use the provided USB-C cable to charge the tablet. Connect the USB-C end to the tablet's charging port and the other end
to a compatible USB power adapter (not included) or computer. A full charge typically takes approximately 3-4 hours.

Cleaning

To clean the screen, use a soft, lint-free cloth. For the case, a damp cloth with mild soap can be used. Avoid using harsh
chemicals or abrasive materials.

Storage

Store the tablet in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures. When not in use for extended
periods, ensure the battery is charged to at least 50% to maintain battery health.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Solution

Tablet does not turn on.
Ensure the tablet is charged. Connect to a power source for at least 30 minutes before
attempting to power on again.

Wi-Fi connection
issues.

Check if Wi-Fi is enabled in settings. Restart your Wi-Fi router. Ensure you are within range of
the Wi-Fi signal. Re-enter the Wi-Fi password to confirm accuracy.

Apps are slow or
crashing.

Close unused apps running in the background. Clear app cache from Settings > Apps.
Ensure sufficient storage space is available. Restart the tablet.

Parental controls not
working as expected.

Verify parental control settings are correctly configured. Ensure the tablet is connected to the
internet for updates to parental control features.

Screen is unresponsive.
Perform a forced restart by holding the power button for 10-15 seconds. Ensure the screen is
clean and dry.
