4. GETTING STARTED (SETUP)

4.1 Powering On/Off

o To turn on the calculator, press the [ON] button.
o To turn off the calculator, press [SHIFT] followed by [AC] (OFF).
4.2 Charging the Calculator

The calculator features a dual power system: solar and rechargeable battery.

« Solar Power: Ensure the solar panel located above the display is exposed to light for continuous operation and to
help maintain battery charge.

« USB-C Charging: Connect the provided USB-C cable to the charging port on the side of the calculator and to a
compatible USB power source. The calculator will charge automatically.

Rechargeable & Solar

Last for a long time and can be charged anytime anywhere.

4.3 Using the LCD Writing Tablet
The integrated LCD writing tablet allows for temporary notes and calculations.
o Stylus: Use the included stylus pen to write on the LCD tablet. The stylus is stored in a slot on the side of the
calculator.

o Lock Switch: Locate the lock switch on the top edge of the calculator. Slide it to thdJNLOCKED position to enable
writing and erasing on the tablet.

o Erase Function: With the tablet unlocked, press theerase button (often labeled with a trash can icon or similar)
located above the calculator display to clear the screen.

« Prevent Accidental Deletion: To prevent accidental erasure of your notes, slide the lock switch to thdcOCKED
position. When locked, the erase button will not function.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Basic Calculations

Perform standard arithmetic operations using the number keys and operators {+], [-], [X], [/]). Press [=] to display the
result.

5.2 Multiview Display

The 4-line display allows you to view multiple calculations or complex expressions simultaneously. Input expressions as
you would normally, and the calculator will manage the display for clarity.

4 Line Display

Show entry and calculated result in the display screen
at same time. Covenient to use.

5.3 Function Modes

The calculator offers various modes for specialized calculations. Press[MODE SETUP] to access the mode menu. Use
the arrow keys to navigate and select the desired mode:



» 1: COMP (Compute): For general arithmetic and function calculations.
: CMPLX (Complex): For complex number calculations.
: STAT (Statistics): For statistical and regression calculations.

: BASE-N: For calculations involving specific number systems (binary, octal, decimal, hexadecimal).

: MATRIX: For matrix calculations.
: TABLE: For generating number tables from functions.

: VECTOR: For vector calculations.
5.4 Conversion of Fraction and Decimal
To convert between fraction and decimal formats:

1. After obtaining a result, press the [S<D] key to toggle between fraction and decimal display.

2. Alternatively, you can configure the calculator setting: Press[SHIFT], then [MODE]. Choose 1 (MthlO) for fraction
display or 2 (LinelO) for decimal display.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1 Cleaning

To clean the calculator, use a soft, dry cloth. For stubborn marks, a slightly damp cloth with mild soap can be used,
ensuring no liquid enters the device. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

6.2 Battery Care
The calculator's rechargeable battery is designed for long-term use. To maximize battery life:

o Charge the calculator regularly using the USB-C cable.
« Utilize the solar panel by exposing it to light whenever possible.

« Avoid storing the calculator in extreme temperatures.
6.3 Durability

The anti-drop body design provides enhanced protection against accidental falls. While durable, avoid intentional drops or
excessive force to prevent damage to internal components or the LCD screen.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Issue

Slide the lock switch on the top edge of the calculator to the
UNLOCKED position.

Ensure the solar panel
is exposed to bright light.
