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4. OPERATING THE SCANNER

4.1 Scanning Capabilities

The Pro 8 utilizes CMOS and CCD dual modules, enabling it to recognize a wide range of barcodes, including high-
density small barcodes and long 1D barcodes (e.g., Code128 up to 99 bytes 316mm). It supports almost all 1D, 2D,
and QR codes on paper or screens, even if blurry, damaged, dirty, or distorted.

5. MAINTENANCE

a microfiber cloth lightly dampened with a non-abrasive cleaner. Avoid harsh chemicals or abrasive materials.

o Storage: Store the scanner in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures. When
not in use, place it on its smart charging base.

o Battery Care: To prolong battery life, avoid fully discharging the battery frequently. If storing for an extended
period, charge the battery to about 50% and recharge every few months.

« Handling: While durable for office and retail environments, avoid dropping the scanner or exposing it to
excessive impact, water, or dust.
