3.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge the tablet. Connect the provided Type-C cable to the tablet's Type-C port and the
power adapter. Plug the adapter into a wall outlet. The charging indicator will show the charging status.

3.2 Power On/Off

o To Power On: Press and hold the Power button located on the side of the tablet until the screen lights up.

o To Power Off: Press and hold the Power button until a power-off menu appears on the screen. Select 'Power
off' to shut down the device.

« To Restart: From the power-off menu, select 'Restart'.

o TF Card Slot: Located near the Type-C port, for expandable storage.

« Stereo Speakers: Positioned on the sides for audio output.

o Front Camera: Located on the top bezel (when held in landscape).

« Rear Camera with Flash: Located on the back of the tablet.

5.1 Cleaning

Use a soft, lint-free cloth to clean the screen and body of the tablet. Avoid using harsh chemicals, abrasive cleaners,
or aerosol sprays directly on the device.

5.2 Storage

Store the tablet in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight, extreme temperatures, and high humidity. If storing for
an extended period, ensure the battery is charged to approximately 50% to prolong its lifespan.
