3. SETUP

3.1 Assembling the Stand

1. Carefully place the TV screen-down on a soft, flat surface to prevent damage.

2. Align the support bases with the corresponding screw holes on the bottom of the TV.

3. Secure the bases using the provided screws. Ensure they are tightened firmly.

3.2 Connecting Power and Antennas

Connect the power cable to the TV's power input and then to a wall outlet.

Connect your antenna or cable to the DVB-C/T2/S2 input on the TV.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

8.1 No Power

Ensure the power cable is securely connected to both the TV and the wall outlet.

Check if the wall outlet is functioning by plugging in another device.

Press the power button on the TV itself, not just the remote, to rule out remote issues.

8.2 No Picture or Poor Picture Quality

Verify that the correct input source (HDMI, AV, etc.) is selected.

Check all cable connections (HDMI, antenna) for looseness or damage.

If using an antenna, ensure it is properly positioned and perform a channel scan.

Adjust picture settings (brightness, contrast, color) in the TV menu.

8.3 No Sound or Poor Sound Quality



Increase the volume on both the TV and any connected external audio devices.

Check audio cable connections.

Ensure the TV is not muted.

If using external speakers, ensure they are powered on and correctly configured.

8.4 Remote Control Not Working

Replace the batteries in the remote control.

Ensure there are no obstructions between the remote and the TV's IR sensor.

If it's a Bluetooth remote, ensure it's paired correctly.

8.5 Network Connection Issues

Restart your router and modem.

Check Wi-Fi password and ensure the TV is within range of your router.

If using a wired connection, ensure the Ethernet cable is securely plugged in.

9. MAINTENANCE

9.1 Cleaning the Screen

Always unplug the TV before cleaning.

Use a soft, lint-free cloth (e.g., microfiber) to gently wipe the screen.

For stubborn marks, lightly dampen the cloth with water or a specialized screen cleaner. Never spray
cleaner directly onto the screen.

Avoid using abrasive cleaners, alcohol, benzene, or thinners, as these can damage the screen.

9.2 Cleaning the Cabinet

Wipe the TV cabinet with a soft, dry cloth.

Do not use any liquid or spray cleaners on the cabinet.

9.3 Ventilation

Ensure adequate ventilation around the TV to prevent overheating.

Do not block ventilation openings with items like newspapers, tablecloths, or curtains.
