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1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for purchasing the N'oveen AF550 Air Fryer. This appliance uses rapid hot air circulation to cook
your favorite foods with little to no oil, offering a healthier alternative to traditional frying. Please read this
instruction manual carefully before using the appliance and keep it for future reference.

Important Safety Instructions

Always ensure the voltage indicated on the appliance matches your local mains voltage before connecting.
Do not immerse the appliance, cord, or plug in water or any other liquid to prevent electric shock.
Supervise children closely when the appliance is in use.

Unplug the appliance from the outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow it to cool down before
handling.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the appliance malfunctions or has been
damaged in any manner.

Do not let the power cord hang over the edge of a table or counter, or touch hot surfaces.
Do not place the appliance on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven.
Always place the appliance on a stable, heat-resistant surface.

Hot air is released through the air outlet vents during operation. Keep your hands and face at a safe
distance from the vents.

Do not cover the air inlet or air outlet vents while the appliance is operating.

The appliance is for household use only.

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3. SeETuP AND FIRsST USE

Unpacking

1. Remove all packaging materials from the appliance.

Check that all parts are present and undamaged.

Remove any stickers or labels from the appliance.

Cleaning Before First Use

1.

Clean the cooking basket and any removable accessories with hot water, a mild dishwashing liquid, and a
non-abrasive sponge.

Rinse thoroughly and dry all parts.
Wipe the inside and outside of the appliance with a damp cloth.

Ensure all parts are completely dry before use.

Initial Operation
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Place the air fryer on a stable, level, and heat-resistant surface. Ensure there is at least 10 cm of free space
around the appliance.

Plug the power cord into a grounded wall outlet.
Pull out the cooking basket.
Press the power button on the digital control panel to turn on the appliance.

It is recommended to run the air fryer empty for about 10-15 minutes at 180°C (350°F) during its first use to
eliminate any manufacturing odors. A slight odor may be present, which is normal.

Allow the appliance to cool down completely after this initial run.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Basic Operation
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Place the food you wish to cook into the cooking basket. Do not overfill the basket to ensure even cooking.

. Slide the cooking basket back into the main unit until it clicks into place.

Press the power button to turn on the appliance. The digital display will illuminate.

. Manual Setting: Use the temperature and timer control buttons to set your desired cooking temperature

(e.g., 180°C) and time (e.g., 15 minutes). The temperature range is typically from 80°C to 200°C, and the
timer can be set up to 60 minutes.

Pre-set Programs: The N'oveen AF550 features 8 pre-set cooking programs. Press the program selection
button to cycle through the available options (e.g., fries, chicken, fish, steak, cake, shrimp, bacon,
vegetables). Each program has a default temperature and time, which can usually be adjusted manually
after selection.

Press the start/pause button to begin the cooking process. The fan and heating element will activate.

During cooking, you can pull out the basket to shake or turn the food. The appliance will automatically
pause and resume cooking once the basket is reinserted.

When the timer reaches zero, the appliance will beep, indicating that cooking is complete.
Carefully pull out the basket and empty the cooked food onto a plate. Use heat-resistant tongs or utensils.

Unplug the appliance after use.

Tips for Best Results

o For crispy results, lightly brush or spray food with oil.



o Shake the basket halfway through cooking for even browning, especially for smaller items like fries.
o Preheat the air fryer for 3-5 minutes before adding food for faster and more consistent cooking.

» Do not overload the basket. Cook in smaller batches if necessary.

5. MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Regular cleaning ensures optimal performance and extends the lifespan of your air fryer.

Cleaning Procedure

1. Always unplug the air fryer and allow it to cool down completely before cleaning.
2. Wipe the exterior of the appliance with a damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

3. Remove the cooking basket. Clean it with hot water, dish soap, and a non-abrasive sponge. The basket is
designed to be easy to clean and is often dishwasher-safe (check product specifications for confirmation).

4. For stubborn food residue, soak the basket in hot water with dish soap for about 10 minutes before
cleaning.

5. Clean the interior of the appliance with a damp cloth. If necessary, use a soft brush to remove food residue
from the heating element.

6. Ensure all parts are thoroughly dry before storing or reusing the appliance.

Storage

Store the cleaned and dried air fryer in a cool, dry place, away from direct sunlight and out of reach of children.
