Electricity Monitor. This device is designed to accurately measure voltage, current, active power, accumulated
electric energy, frequency, and power factor for home use. Please read this manual thoroughly before installation
and operation.

The monitor features a clear, large screen display and convenient backlight control for visibility in various lighting
conditions. It also includes an alarm function for excessive power consumption and a versatile button for various
controls.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

WARNING: Do not use this product outside its specified voltage and current range (110~250V,
0.00~100A). Exceeding these limits can cause damage to the device and pose a safety risk.

Ensure proper electrical connections are made by a qualified professional if you are unsure. Always disconnect
power before installation or maintenance.

This monitor measures active power. It does not display apparent power. When measuring the power of a pure
sine DC-AC inverter, ensure it is compatible to prevent damage to the meter.

3. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Fafeicy Multifunctional Electricity Monitor provides real-time data on your electrical usage. Its compact
design allows for easy integration into various setups.

Alarm Function: Flashing backlight and power figures alert when preset power value is exceeded.

Clear Large Screen Display: Real-time display of voltage, current, active power, accumulated electric
energy, frequency, and power factor.

6. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

The Fafeicy Multifunctional Electricity Monitor is designed for easy installation. Follow these steps carefully:

1. Power Disconnection: Before beginning any installation, ensure that the main power supply to the circuit
where the monitor will be installed is completely disconnected.

2. Mounting: Choose a suitable location for the monitor. The device is designed for panel mounting or
integration into an electrical box. Refer to the dimensions in Figure 4.1 for proper fitting.

3. Wiring the Current Transformer (CT):

Connect the small red and black wires from the current transformer to the corresponding terminals on the
back of the power monitor. Ensure correct polarity if indicated.

Pass the live wire (load wire) of the circuit you wish to monitor through the opening of the current
transformer. Ensure the CT is installed correctly around the live wire only.

4. Connecting Power to the Monitor: Connect the main power supply wires (live and neutral) to the designated
input terminals on the power monitor. Refer to the wiring diagram (if provided with the physical product) for
precise connections.

5. Power Restoration: Once all connections are secure and verified, restore power to the circuit. The monitor
should power on and display readings.

Note: Incorrect wiring can lead to inaccurate readings or damage to the device. If you are not confident in
performing electrical wiring, consult a qualified electrician.

7. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The Fafeicy Electricity Monitor is operated using a single button located on the front panel.

Button Functions:

Short Press (Backlight Control): A quick press of the button will toggle the backlight on or off. This allows



for comfortable viewing in various lighting conditions.

Long Press for 3 Seconds (Overload Power Setting): Press and hold the button for approximately 3
seconds to enter the overload power setting mode. In this mode, you can adjust the threshold for the power
alarm. Follow on-screen prompts to set the desired power limit.

Long Press for 5 Seconds (Clear Accumulated Power Data): Press and hold the button for approximately
5 seconds to clear the accumulated electricity data (KWh). This action will reset the energy consumption
counter to zero.

Alarm Function:

If the measured power exceeds the preset overload power value, the monitor's backlight will flash, and the
power figures on the display will also flash. This visual alert indicates excessive power consumption, prompting
you to take action.

8. MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and accurate operation of your electricity monitor, follow these maintenance guidelines:

Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the display and casing. Do not use abrasive cleaners, solvents, or
immerse the device in water.

Environment: Store and operate the monitor in a dry environment, away from direct sunlight, extreme
temperatures, and high humidity.

Inspection: Periodically inspect the wiring connections to ensure they are secure and free from damage.

9. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your Fafeicy Multifunctional Electricity Monitor, refer to the following common
problems and solutions:

No Display/No Power:

Check if the power supply to the monitor is connected correctly and is within the specified voltage range
(110~250V).

Ensure all wiring connections are secure.

Inaccurate Readings:

Verify that the current transformer (CT) is installed correctly around the live wire only.

Ensure the CT wires are connected to the monitor with correct polarity.

Confirm that the load being measured is within the monitor's current range (0.00~100A).

Remember that the monitor measures active power, not apparent power.

Backlight Not Working:

Short press the button to toggle the backlight on. It might have been turned off manually.

Alarm Flashing Continuously:

The measured power is exceeding the preset overload power value. Reduce the load or adjust the
overload power setting (long press for 3 seconds).
