SETUP

Avoid abrasive cleaners or harsh chemicals, as
these can damage the finish.

temperatures to preserve its condition.

TROUBLESHOOTING

« Head Not Tilting: Ensure there are no obstructions around the head or neck area. The mechanism is
designed for light movement; excessive force is not required and may cause damage.

« Figure Instability: Verify that the figure is placed on a completely flat and stable surface. Uneven
surfaces can cause the figure to wobble or fall.
