PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Airposta ceiling fan combines a fan and an LED light within a durable, weather-resistant rattan enclosure. It
features a quiet motor, multiple fan speeds, and adjustable light settings, all controllable via a remote.

SETUP AND INSTALLATION

The Airposta ceiling fan features a hanging design and plug-in style for straightforward installation. It includes a
16ft wiring to accommodate various canopy sizes.



Installation Steps:

1. Prepare the Mounting Location: Ensure the ceiling can support the fan's weight and that there is a
suitable power outlet nearby for the plug-in cord.

2. Assemble the Downrod: Attach the chosen downrod (round tube ① or ②) to the fan motor assembly,
securing it with the provided screws and pins.

3. Connect Wiring: Route the electrical wires through the downrod.

4. Install the Light Cover: Secure the light cover to the bottom of the fan assembly.

5. Mount the Hook: Install the ceiling hook securely into a structural beam or appropriate ceiling support using
the provided screws.

6. Hang the Fan: Carefully lift the fan assembly and attach the downrod's hook to the installed ceiling hook.

7. Plug In: Connect the fan's power cord to a suitable electrical outlet.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Your Airposta ceiling fan is operated using the included remote control. Ensure the remote has working batteries.

Remote Control Functions:

Light On/Off: Press the light button to turn the LED light on or off.

Color Temperature Adjustment: Use the dedicated buttons to cycle through Warm White (3000K), Natural
White (4500K), and Daylight White (6000K).

Brightness Dimming: Adjust the light intensity from 10% to 100% using the brightness control buttons.

Fan Speed Control: Select from 6 fan speed levels (1-6) to achieve your desired airflow.

Reversible Mode (F/R): Press the F/R button to switch the fan's direction. Downward airflow is ideal for
cooling in summer, while upward airflow helps circulate warm air in winter.

Nightlight Mode: Activate this mode for a soft, low-intensity light suitable for nighttime use.

Timing Function: Set the fan to automatically turn off after 1 or 4 hours using the timer buttons.

Memory Function: The fan will recall your last used light and fan settings when turned back on.

Do not use abrasive cleaners or
solvents. Ensure the fan is unplugged before cleaning.

Inspection: Periodically check all connections and mounting hardware to ensure they are secure.

Motor Lubrication: The fan motor is permanently lubricated and does not require additional oiling.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Fan does not
operate

No power; remote
control issues.

Check power connection and outlet. Ensure remote batteries
are functional and paired correctly.



Light does not turn
on

Light bulb issue; remote
control issue.

Verify light bulb is properly installed. Check remote
functionality.

Excessive noise or
wobbling

Loose mounting;
unbalanced blades.

Ensure all mounting screws are tightened. Check for any
obstructions.

Remote control not
responding

Low batteries; remote
not paired.

Replace remote batteries. Refer to remote pairing instructions
in the full manual (if applicable).
