3. PACKAGE CONTENTS

4. INSTALLATION

Disclaimer: Installation of automotive parts can be complex. If you are not confident in your mechanical
abilities, it is recommended to seek professional assistance. Always disconnect the vehicle's battery before
beginning any electrical work.

4.1 Safety Precautions:

Ensure the vehicle is turned off and the parking brake is engaged.

Disconnect the negative terminal of the vehicle's battery to prevent accidental electrical shorts.

Wear appropriate personal protective equipment, such as safety glasses and gloves.

Allow the engine and surrounding components to cool down if the vehicle has been recently
operated.

4.2 Installation Steps:

1. Locate the Existing Switch: The cruise control switch is typically located on the master cylinder or
brake booster assembly. Consult your vehicle's service manual for the exact location.



2. Disconnect Electrical Connector: Carefully unclip and disconnect the electrical connector from the
old cruise control switch.

3. Remove Old Switch: Use an appropriate wrench to unscrew and remove the old cruise control
switch from its mounting point. Be prepared for a small amount of brake fluid to leak if the switch is
connected to the brake system.

4. Prepare New Switch: Ensure the threads on the new INGQI switch are clean. If applicable, apply a
small amount of thread sealant (not included) to prevent leaks.

5. Install New Switch: Carefully thread the new INGQI cruise control switch into the mounting point.
Tighten it securely, but do not overtighten, to avoid damaging the threads or the switch.

6. Connect Electrical Connector: Reconnect the electrical connector to the new switch, ensuring it
clicks firmly into place.

7. Secure Wiring: Use the provided zip tie or existing clips to secure any loose wiring, preventing it
from interfering with other components.

8. Reconnect Battery: Reconnect the negative terminal of the vehicle's battery.

9. Test Functionality: Start the vehicle and test the cruise control system in a safe environment to
ensure it engages and disengages correctly. Check for any warning lights or error codes.

5. OPERATION

The INGQI Cruise Control Switch functions identically to the original equipment. Refer to your vehicle's
owner's manual for specific instructions on how to activate, set, resume, and cancel cruise control.
Typically, cruise control operation involves:

Activating the System: Pressing an "ON" or "CRUISE" button.

Setting Speed: Reaching desired speed and pressing "SET" or "SET/COAST".

Adjusting Speed: Using "RESUME/ACCEL" or "SET/COAST" buttons.

Canceling Cruise: Pressing the brake pedal, clutch pedal (manual transmission), or a "CANCEL"
button.

Resuming Speed: Pressing "RESUME" after canceling.

6. MAINTENANCE

The INGQI Cruise Control Switch is a sealed unit and requires no routine maintenance. However, regular
inspection of the switch and its wiring harness is recommended during routine vehicle servicing.

6.1 Inspection Points:

Check the electrical connector for corrosion or looseness.

Inspect the wiring harness for any signs of fraying, cuts, or damage.

Ensure the switch is securely mounted and not leaking any fluids (if applicable to its specific location).

Clean the exterior of the switch with a dry cloth if necessary. Do not use harsh chemicals or solvents.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you experience issues with your cruise control system after installing the new switch, consider the
following troubleshooting steps:

Problem Possible Cause Solution



Cruise control
does not
engage.

Incorrect installation; faulty
wiring; blown fuse; other
system component failure
(e.g., brake light switch, speed
sensor).

Verify the switch is correctly installed and the
electrical connector is secure. Check relevant fuses
in your vehicle's fuse box. Consult a professional
mechanic for diagnosis of other system components.

Cruise control
disengages
unexpectedly.

Loose connection; intermittent
fault in the switch or related
components; brake light switch
issue.

Ensure all connections are tight. Inspect wiring for
damage. Check the brake light switch for proper
operation.

Check Engine
Light (CEL) or
other warning
lights
illuminate.

System fault detected by the
vehicle's onboard diagnostics
(OBD-II).

Scan the vehicle's OBD-II system for diagnostic
trouble codes (DTCs) to pinpoint the exact issue.

Problem Possible Cause Solution

If troubleshooting steps do not resolve the issue, it is recommended to consult a certified automotive
technician.
