1. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW

This manual provides essential information for the safe and effective use of your Canon PowerShot IXY 650 HS
Compact Digital Camera. The camera is designed for high-quality image and video capture with user-friendly
features.

The Canon PowerShot IXY 650 HS features a 20.2MP CMOS sensor and DIGIC 4+ image processor, enabling
high-resolution photos and Full HD 1080p video recording. Its 12x optical zoom lens covers a versatile 25-300mm
equivalent focal length, complemented by Intelligent IS image stabilization for sharp results. Built-in Wi-Fi with
NFC facilitates easy sharing and remote control.

3. SETUP

3.1. Charging the Battery

1. Insert the battery into the provided battery charger.
2. Plug the charger into a power outlet.

3. The charging indicator light will show the charging status. Charge until the light indicates a full charge.

3.2. Inserting the Battery and Memory Card

1. Open the battery/card compartment cover on the bottom of the camera.
2. Insert the charged battery with the correct orientation until it clicks into place.
3. Insert the 64GB memory card into the card slot until it clicks. Ensure the card is facing the correct direction.

4. Close the compartment cover securely.

4. OPERATING THE CAMERA

4.1. Powering On/Off

Press the ON/OFF button located on the top of the camera to power it on or off.

4.2. Basic Photography

1. Select a Shooting Mode: Use the mode dial or menu to select your desired shooting mode (e.g.,
Automatic, Program, Manual).

2. Frame Your Shot: Use the 3.0" LCD monitor to compose your image.

3. Focus: Press the shutter button halfway down to autofocus. The camera will confirm focus.

4. Capture: Press the shutter button fully to take the picture.

4.3. Zoom Function

The camera features a 12x optical zoom lens. Use the zoom lever around the shutter button to zoom in or out.

4.4. Video Recording

To record Full HD 1080p video at 30 fps, press the dedicated movie record button. Press it again to stop
recording.

4.5. Wi-Fi and NFC Connectivity

The camera features built-in Wi-Fi with NFC for easy sharing and remote control.

1. Press the dedicated Wi-Fi button.

2. Follow the on-screen instructions to connect to a smartphone or tablet using the Canon Camera Connect
app.

3. For NFC-enabled devices, simply touch the camera to the device to establish a connection.

4.6. Image Stabilization (Intelligent IS)

The Intelligent IS system automatically selects the optimal image stabilization mode for various shooting
conditions, reducing camera shake for sharper images and smoother videos.

5. MAINTENANCE

« Cleaning the Lens: Use a soft, lint-free cloth or a lens brush from the cleaning kit to gently remove dust and
smudges. Avoid harsh chemicals.

« Cleaning the Body: Wipe the camera body with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use organic solvents.
« Battery Care: Store batteries in a cool, dry place. Do not expose to extreme temperatures.

« Storage: When not in use for extended periods, remove the battery and store the camera in its case in a
dry, well-ventilated area.

Cannot connect Ensure the Canon Camera Connect app is installed on your smart device. Restart both the camera

to Wi-Fi. and the smart device. Check network settings.
Memory card Ensure the memory card is correctly inserted. Try formatting the card (this will erase all data). Use
error. a different memory card if the issue persists.
