3. SETUP

3.1 Charging the Headset

1. Connect the provided Type-C charging cable to the charging port on the headset.
2. Connect the other end of the cable to a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port.
3. The indicator light will show the charging status (e.g., red for charging, blue for fully charged).

4. A full charge takes approximately 1.5 hours.

3.2 Pairing with Your Device

1. Ensure the headset is fully charged before first use.

2. With the headset powered off, press and hold the multi-function button until the indicator light flashes red
and blue alternately, indicating it is in pairing mode.

3. On your smartphone or Bluetooth-enabled device, go to the Bluetooth settings and turn on Bluetooth.



4. Search for available devices. You should see "FONENG BL39" in the list.
5. Select "FONENG BL39" to connect. Once connected, the indicator light will turn solid blue or flash slowly.

6. The headset has a Bluetooth distance of up to 10 meters (33 feet) in an open environment.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Power On/Off

o Power On: Press and hold the multi-function button for approximately 3 seconds until you hear a power-on
prompt and the indicator light turns on.

o Power Off: Press and hold the multi-function button for approximately 5 seconds until you hear a power-off
prompt and the indicator light turns off.

4.2 Music Playback

o Play/Pause: Short press the multi-function button.

o Next Track: Double-press the multi-function button.

o Previous Track: Triple-press the multi-function button.
4.3 Call Management

o Answer/End Call: Short press the multi-function button.

¢ Reject Call: Press and hold the multi-function button for 2 seconds.

4.4 Wearing the Headset

Place the neckband behind your neck, with the ear hooks resting comfortably over your ears. The air

conduction speakers should sit just outside your ear canals. The flexible design allows for adaptation to
different head sizes and can be twisted without deforming.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Cleaning and Care

« Wipe the headset with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

o While the headset is sweat and water-resistant, avoid submerging it in water or exposing it to excessive
moisture for prolonged periods.

o Keep the charging port clean and free of dust or debris.

5.2 Storage

« Store the headset in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.

o If storing for an extended period, charge the headset at least once every three months to maintain battery
health.
