1. INTRODUCTION

designed for a wide range of devices, including laptops, tablets, and smartphones. Its foldable plug
enhances portability, making it suitable for travel. The charger incorporates advanced GaN technology and
PPS protocol for efficient and safe power delivery.

2. SETUP

1. Unfold the Plug: Gently unfold the AC prongs from the charger body.

2. Connect to Power Outlet: Insert the charger into a standard wall outlet. The reinforced pin design
ensures stability.

3. Connect Charging Cable: Plug one end of your USB-C or USB-A charging cable into the appropriate
port on the charger.

4. Connect to Device: Plug the other end of the charging cable into your device (smartphone, tablet,
laptop, etc.).



5. Verify Charging: Confirm that your device indicates it is charging.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Single-Port Charging

For optimal fast charging, connect a single device to either the USB-C or USB-A port. The charger
intelligently delivers the maximum power supported by your device and the port.

USB-C Port: Up to 65W output for compatible devices.

USB-A Port: Up to 22.5W output for compatible devices.

Dual-Port Charging

The charger can simultaneously charge two devices. When both ports are in use, the power output is
distributed as follows:

USB-C Port: Up to 45W

USB-A Port: Up to 12W

This configuration allows for efficient charging of a laptop and a smartphone, or two smartphones/tablets,
from a single compact charger.

Universal Compatibility

The charger is compatible with a wide range of devices, including but not limited to:

Smartphones: iPhone series (16/15/14/13/12/11/X/XR/XS/8/7/6/5/SE), Samsung Galaxy series
(S24/S23/S22/S20/S10/S9/S8/S7/S5/S4, Z Fold, Flip, A, Note), Google Pixel, Huawei, Xiaomi, LG, HTC,
Motorola, Nokia, Sony, Blackberry.

Tablets: Apple iPad (9, Air 3, Mini 4, Pro 12.9), Microsoft Surface, Samsung Tab, Pixelbook.

Laptops: MacBook Air (M2 15-inch/13-inch), MacBook Pro (M2 14-inch/13-inch), HP
Pavilion/Spectre/Elitebook/Chromebook/Folio, Dell Chromebook/Inspiron/Precision/Vostro/XPS/Latitude,
Acer Swift/Chromebook/Aspire, Lenovo Chromebook/ThinkPad/IdeaPad.

Other Devices: Apple Watch (9, Ultra 2), AirPods Pro 2, iPod Touch 7, iPod nano 7, Beats Pill, Nintendo
Switch, cameras, headphones, and other USB compatible devices.

4. SAFETY INFORMATION

The Monster 65W USB C Charger Block is equipped with advanced GaN technology and PPS protocol to
ensure safe and efficient charging. It includes multiple protection features:

Over-Temperature Protection: Prevents overheating during operation.

Over-Current Protection: Safeguards against excessive current flow.

Over-Voltage Protection: Protects devices from voltage spikes.

Short-Circuit Protection: Automatically shuts down in case of a short circuit.

To ensure safe operation:

Do not expose the charger to liquids or extreme temperatures.

Avoid dropping or subjecting the charger to strong impacts.

Do not attempt to disassemble or modify the charger.

Use only certified and compatible charging cables.

Keep out of reach of children.

5. MAINTENANCE

Storage: When not in use, store the charger in a cool, dry place. The foldable plug design allows for
compact storage.

Cable Care: Avoid sharp bends or excessive pulling on the charging cable to prolong its lifespan.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

Device not charging:

Ensure the charger is securely plugged into a working wall outlet.

Check that the charging cable is firmly connected to both the charger and your device.

Try using a different cable or port to rule out a faulty cable or port.

Verify that your device is compatible with the charger's power output.

Slow charging:

Ensure you are using a high-quality, compatible charging cable.

If charging two devices simultaneously, note that power is distributed, which may result in slower



charging for individual devices compared to single-port use.

Close unnecessary applications on your device to reduce power consumption during charging.

Charger feels warm:

It is normal for the charger to become warm during operation, especially during fast charging.

If the charger becomes excessively hot or emits smoke/unusual odors, immediately disconnect it from
the power outlet and discontinue use.
